The sun is setting. It’s been a

beautiful day; as we roamed Karl Marx Street
we saw 50 many Chinese faces among the
Russian ladies, well dressed on the way to work,
and the Russian men in uniform. Now we stroll
on Lenin Street to the transient hotel where
Chinese small-business traders are staying.

We walk up the dark steps to the

kitchen area. One of the younger men invited
me to his room; as we talk, he tells me that he
has never heard the name Jesus, never seen a
Bible, never prayed. (This is repeated over and
over again in the 11 days I stayed in
Khabarovsk.) What an opportunity, what a
mission field! I had so many occasions to share
the gospel, and personally led two men to
Christ.

We passed out tracts on Lenin

Street; in the open air market; and in the
university dorms. 95% of the people respond in
a friendly way. At the evangelistic service 13
people accepted Christ. Day and evening, the
new Christians visit our apartment, asking
questions, seeking counseling and prayer.

As the gospel is increasing, the

Devil is active, too. We prayed for deliverance
of a young man who is still in Satan’s grip,
though he has accepted Christ 3 months ago. I
have seen in real life, where prayer is the only
way to power and freedom.

It’s morning. Standing on a bridge
in the park across the street from our
apartment, I look at the water beneath, and the
changing colors of the rising sun. I sing the
chorus, "Follow, follow, I will follow Jesus." 28
years ago I gave my life for full time ministry.
This year, again, Christ will have all of my life.
As prayer, witness and working together with
Christians fill day after day in this short term
mission trip, I've been touched by the Spirit
again.

At the airport, I clear customs and

security. As I make the final turn and can no
longer see the faces of the brothers and sisters
- who have come to see me off, I start to cry.
I've left part of my heart in this land.

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The Hope and the Challenge of World Evangelization

A Hopeful Picture

Ever felt overwhelmed by the needs of the
world?

Billions need to be evangelized, and they
are growing at a tremendous rate, but two
additional facts are essential to understanding the
full picture: 1) How big is the workforce relative to
the harvest field? and 2) How fast is the workforce
growing relative to the harvest field?

God's initiative since AD 100 displays
determined and increasing activity to build His
Church. Note: It took 10 centuries for
evangelicals to go from 0% of the world population
to 2.5% in 1900, only 70 years to go from 2.5% to
5% in 1970, and just the last 22 years to go from
5% to 10% of the world population. What this
means is that now, for the first time in history,
there is one evangelical for every 9 non-evangelicals
world-wide,

And while the world population growth
rate has leveled off and even started dropping,

evangelicals are continuing to grow faster and
faster. . This increasing growth is due most
obviously ‘1o the growing availability of God's
Word to ordinary believers. That growth continues
to snowball with the translation and distribution of
the Bible into more and more languages,
increasing world-wide literacy, gospel recordings,
gospel radio, gospel films, and world-wide prayer
networks. Perhaps the most dramatic step forward -
of our time, is the rapid transformation of mission
fields into mission sending bases. One scholarly
estimate of third world missionaries today puts the
figure at 51,000---nearly three times the estimate
made in 1982.

The Final Challenge

What more must be done? To answer this,
we must realize that God sees the world not simply
in terms of individuals, but in the natural _
groupings that bind us together into families, _tribes'*-.‘";i;:
and people groups. e

So let’s take a second look at our world.
The Reached World

You and I, along with sixty percent of the world,
live among the 13,000 reached people groups that
contain more than 99% of the world’s evangelicals.
Strong church movements make the gospel
accessible to every person in these groups through
normal evangelistic processes. There is one
evangelical for every 2 "nominal® Christians within
these groups, and one evangelical for every 3 non-
Christians. It is important to note that these non-
Christians may have heard the gospel many times
but chosen to reject it. Forty three percent of the
world’s non-Christians live in these groups, with
access to the gospel in their own culture.

The-Unreached World

The other 40% of the world lives in the 11,000
unreached people groups which have scattered
evangelicals, but no strong church movement.
Normal evangelistic processes are not yet present
to provide access to the gospel until cross-cultural
missionaries [not necessarily from the West]
succeed in establishing strong church planting
movements in these cultures. Within these groups
there is only one evangelical for every 2400 non-
Christians. And unlike the non-Christians within
reached groups, very very few of these have ever
had a chance to reject the gospel.

Where are the missionaries?  Most
missionaries (90%) still follow in the tracks of

others to help the church grow where it has
already been established.

How big a force is necessary? Forty four
thousand missionaries could form teams of four for
cach of the remaining 11,000 unreached people

groups.

. How many are already there? Nine
thousand North American missionaries now work
among unreached people groups alongside another
8,000 other Western and non-Western
missionaries. The additional 24,000 missionaries
necessary represent only one additional missionary
from every 20,000 evangelicals.

Is there a list of unreached groups? We
don't have separate names for each of the
estimated 11,000 groups. But we do know that
nearly all of them exist within larger clusters which
can be prayed for and targeted by name. These
clusters break down very roughly as 400 Muslim,
300 Tribal, 200 Hindu, 100 Chinese, 100 Buddhist
and 100 "Other" clusters.

What world-level effort is meeting this
challenge? The AD2000 Movement, under third-
world leadership, is a cooperative effort of many
many organizations around the world. It has the
strategic goal of "[establishing] a church [planting
movement] for every people [in order to make] the
gospel [available] for every person by the year
2000." Already, the prayer track of the AD2000
Movement has enlisted the cooperation of many
world-wide prayer networks, including: * Campus
Crusade’s World Prayer Crusade* Christ for the
City* Concerts of Prayer* Discipling A World
Nation* End-Time Handmaidens* Esther
Network* Every Home for Christ* Generals of
Intercession® Intercessors International® Lausanne
Global Prayer Strategy* Lydia Fellowship* March
for Jesus* Prayer Support Networks* Southern
Baptist Bold Mission Thrust* Women's Aglow*
YWAM Cardinal Points.

Prayer has dramatically changed the face
of the globe as 25% of the countries of the world
have changed governments in the past two years.
The massive prayer unleashed by this united effort
is bound 1o be a major factor in the continued
acceleration of God’s global purpose. Will you join
us in prayer and ask God how you can be a pant of
this final thrust?

The momentum which has been building
in world evangelization throughout the twentieth
century has exceeded the wildest dreams of
Christian leaders. Not only has the over all
percentage of Christians in the world population
been increasing steadily, but the proportion of
evangelical or "Great Commission” Christians has
been burgeoning, especially in Asia, Africa, and
Latin America.

The rates of growth have accelerated in
the last half of the century as over against the first
half, and the decade of the 1990s is now seeing the
greatest spiritual harvest in history.  Many
churches, denominations and parachurch
organizations have been catching the excitement of
harvest. New sending agencies are being formed
daily, some in the Western world and some in the
Third World.  New missionary roles, new
evangelistic strategies, new forms of recruitment
and deployment, new methods of funding, new
partnerships between churches, an new ways of
training missionaries are some highlight of the
1990s.

God is also raising up new networking
structures to attempt to synchronize these
multiplying new forces for world evangelization.
The most promising one for helping to catalyze
what God is currently doing in the world is the
A.D. 2000 Movement.

Where Did the A.D. 2000 Movement Come From?

While serving as the international director
of the Lausanne Committee for World
Evangelization, Thomas Wang began to notice that
multiple agencies had begun, independently of each
other, 10 set evangelistic goals focusing on the year
2000 A.D. He wrote an article, "By the Year 2000-
-Is God Telling Us Something?" for the June 1987
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C. Peter Wagner

World Evangelization magazine which drew much
attention.

In preparation for the Lausanne Congress
on World Evangelization, Lausanne II in Manila,
held in July 1989, a group of over 300 diverse
world leaders met in Singapore in January of that
year and issued a "Great Commission Manifesto”
designed to explore ways and means of creative
cooperation and partnership over the next decade.

The findings of this group were introduced
into Lausanne II and the "Manila Manifesto”
written there included a significant section, "The
Challenge of A.D. 2000 and Beyond.” the question
raised in this section, "Can we commit ourselves to
evangelize the world during the last decade of this
millennium?" has become the driving force behind
the A.D. 2000 Movement.

The Vision

Thomas Wang and Luis Bush emerged as
the leaders of this new enterprise, seen as a child
born from the Lausanne Movement. Their vision
is "A church for every people and the Gospel for
every person by A.D. 2000."

It needs to be clear that the A.D. 2000
leaders are not either predicting or prophesying
"closure” by the year 2000. Barring some
cataclysmic supernatural event or Christ’s second
coming they are realistically facing the inevitable
reality that in the year 2001 much of the world will
yet be unevangelized. But I join them in the belief
that more of the world will be evangelized with the
A.D. 2000 Movement than without it

The Structure
As a networking organization the A.D.

2000 Movement fits the pattern for the 1990s
suggested by such studies as Megatrends. There
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are three features of the movement which give it
unusual international strength and vitality:

*It is a grassroots movement. A.D. 2000 does not
function from the top down, but from the bottom
up. It has strong leadership at the top, but this
leadership sees its primary role as encouraging and
supporting the national, regional, and track leaders
around the world. As that attitude continues to
permeate all levels of the movement, extraordinary
energy and creativity is released in response to
God’s promptings.

*It serves the whole Body of Christ. To a degree
considerably greater than other similar movements,
A.D. 2000 brings together the entire spectrum of
the contemporary Protestant church, particularly
removing barriers between traditional evangelicals
and Pentecostals/charismatics.  Naturally those
denominations which currently have a low level of
interest in evangelizing and multiplying churches
are underrepresented, but our desire is that their
vision for reaching the lost will be renewed and
that they soon will be full participants.

*11 is led by non-Westerners. 1 personally never gave
much thought to the nationality of the A.D. 2000
leaders until a recent meeting of regional
representatives in Upland, California. But while
sitting there with 60-70 top Christian leaders from
around the world, I was almost startled by the

GCOWE). I clearly recall that Ralph Winter and
I looked at each other with amazement and said,
"We have been attending these kinds of meetings
for decades and have never seen anything like this
before." It’s a new day!

The Tracks

The primary building blocks which enable
A.D. 2000 to function as a grassroots, bottom-up,
movement are a number of tracks. Each track is
semi-autonomous, led by a Chairperson and a
Coordinator. In most cases the Coordinator is the
C.E.O. of the track.

Each track has the responsibility of
developing its own organizational structure,
program emphases, measurable goals, strategies,
national or international meetings and events,
publications, funding, and personnel.  Track
leaders work out among themselves the ways and
means of helping each other, engaging in joint
projects, eliminating unnecessary redundance, and
synchronizing their activities. Gone are the days of
turf protection, jealousy, and one-upmanship.
Each track seeks to support and encourage the
other tracks.

The various A.D. 2000 tracks have three
years to build their bases, develop their activities,
and prepare their personnel for the Global
Consultation on World Evangelization (GCOWE
'95) scheduled for Seoul, Korea May 17-26, 1995,
There, some 4,500 leaders from all tracks and all
areas of the world will pray together and lay plans
for the remaining evangelistic task.

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What are some of the tracks?

*Saturation Church Planting (Chris Marantika and
Jim Montgomery). They seek to mobilize leaders
to install in every nation an aggressive process of
church multiplication.

*Unreached Peoples Track (Patrick Johnstone and
John Robb). They seek to focus the attention of
God’s forces for evangelism toward reaching all
6000 unreached peoples. A sub-track is Bible
Translation (John Bendor-Samuel).

*United Prayer Track (Kim Joon-Gon and C. Peter
Wagner). They seek to network all the existing
international and national prayer networks to
interceded for the lost, especially the 10/40
Window.

*Least Evangelized Cities Track (Sam Kamaleson
and Viv Grigg). They seek to raise the vision of
the Christian community for each of the 1500 least
evangelized cities of 200,000 or more.

*Mobilization of the Local Church Track (Roger
Forster and John Richard). They seek to help
pastors equip their congregations for effective
ministry, and promote cooperation.

*National Research Track (Niyi Gbade and Bob
Waymire). They seek to raise up and equip
researchers in each nation to provide accurate
information relevant for strategizing
evangelization,

*Cross-Cultural Training Track (Reuben Ezemadu
and Bill Taylor). They seek to mobilize and equip
leaders in each country to provide quality training
for those whom God calls to cross-cultural
evangelism.

*Radio (Ricardo Glaser and Ron Cline). They
seek to network radio producers worldwide to use
their resources in supporting world evangelization.

*Women’s Track (Judy Mbugua and Lorry Lutz).
They seek to mobilize and enable women on all
continents to use their spiritual gifts for world
evangelization.

*Young People’s Track (Floyd McClung and Paul
Borthwick). They seek to network youth leaders to
€xpand plans to reach young people worldwide.

*Spiritual Mapping Track (Ted Yamamori and
George Otis, Jr.). They seek to help Christian
workers recognize and respond to the mission field
as it really is (influenced by powers of darkness),
not as it appears to be.

*Theological Issues Track (Peter Kuzmic and Bong
Rin Ro). They seek to reflect thoughtfully on the
major theological issues raised in contemporary
global evangelization.

*Sports Evangelism Track (John Cho and Eddie
Waxer). They seek to raise the profile of
international athletic events as tools for evangelism
and church planting.
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*Creative Access Missions . Track (Georges
Houssney). This has two sub-tracks;
Nonresidential Missionaries (David Garrison) and
International Returnees (Hal Guffey).

*Communications Track (Dick Eastman). They
seek to network communications, literature and
Bible distribution ministries to impact people
worldwide.

The 10/40 Window

Research done by David Barrett, Luis
Bush, and George Otis, Jr., has brought to our
attention that the area now known as the 10/40
Window deserves our primary missiological
attention in this decade. It falls between 10 degrees
and 40 degrees of North Latitude and stretches
from North Africa and Southern Spain to Japan
and the northern Philippines.

In his remarkable book, The last of the
Giants, George Otis, Jr., says, "As the Church
prepares to confront the 10/40 Window, she is
faced with a challenge of enormous proportion.
For lying within the frame of this strategic territory
are the central headquarters of virtually every
major non-Christian religious system on earth.

"By playing host to these religious nerve
centers--and some 95 percent of the world's
unreached peoples--the lands and societies of the
10/40 Window can hardly avoid becoming the
primary spiritual battle ground of the 1990s and
beyond." (p. 97).

The geographical target has become clear.
The task is enormous, but, to use the famous
quote of Dwight L. Mood: "It can be done: it
ought to be done; it must be done!”

This is how Otis says it: "The soldiers of
the Lord of hosts have now encircled the final
strong-holds of the serpent--the nations and
spiritual principalities of the 10/40 Window. While
the remaining task is admittedly the most
challenging phase of the battle, the armies of
Lucifer are faced presently with a community of
