REVIVAL CAME TO THE CHURCHES IN NEPAL

A Report on the Nepal AD2000 Congress of Evangelism
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Nepal, yan sp endor

K2, and the world’s most daring climbers, is a
country of 20 million people. These people with
their ruddy, smiling, sun-baked faces have for
centuries experienced poverty, political turmoil,
religious repression, and a rugged highland life.
But things are changing for this small nation
sandwiched between the world's two population
giants, China and India.

The country, whose political isolation from the rest
of the world has kept the Christian Church small
and persecuted, has begun to open up in many
new ways in recent years. Now, even though
Christian proselytizing is still “officially" illegal,
Nepalese are coming into the Church by the
thousands. The country is in the beginning of what
promises to be a massive harvest time.

Into this scene comes the "“Nepal AD2000
Congress of Evangelism", Kathmandu, October
16-21, 1994. With the co-sponsorship of the
AD2000 and Beyond Movement and the Great
Commission Center, and under the leadership of
Dr. Thomas Wang, this Congress of Evangelism
has created ‘ripples in the pond' which have the
potential to capitalize on this harvest time in the
whole of Nepal for years to come.

The opening ceremony was an evening to
remember for all who were present. Well over 600
delegates from every corner of this rough,
mountainous countryside were packed into the
largest Protestant church in Kathmandu to thunder
out their praise to God in musical unison and
intense prayer. [The number of delegates swelled
to well over 1,100 as the week progressed, far
exceeding the expected registration of 800.] Dr.
David Kim, Director of Korea World Missions
Center, Seoul, Korea, Bible expositor of the
Congress, said that he was deeply moved by the
clear similarities between the simple life and
spiritual fervor of the Church in this poor nation
and that of his then poor homeland Korea forty
years ago. He personally has great hope for the
Body of Christ in Nepal — that is, if they would
rise to their tremendous unfinished task for the
evangelization of their people.

'Slgnl icant milestones from this week of meetmgs

include the following:

1. FOUR REGIONAL FOLLOW-UP
CONGRESSES
Formation of four Regional Committees for the
four main regions of the country, responsible
for follow-up congresses in each region
throughout January, 1995.

2. NATIONAL COORDINATION COMMITTEE
Formation and dedication of a National
Coordination Committee to represent broad
regional leadership and servanthood to the
Body of Christ in Nepal. It is a significant
gesture of Nepalese Church unity. More than
one leader of the church has said, "This is a
miracle! This has not happened in twenty
years!"

3. KATHMANDU DECLARATION
Under the leadership of the chairman of the
Declaration Committee, Rev. Devi Bhujel, the
Kathmandu Declaration was drafted and
announced. It spells out the vision, purpose,
and commitment of the delegates of NEPAL
"94 for the ultimate evangelization of Nepal and
the Nepali diaspora in many parts of the world!

4. HIMALAYA REGIONS AD2000 CONGRESS

OF EVANGELISM

The Himalaya Regions AD2000 Congress of
Evangelism has been unanimously decided to
take place in Siliguri, Darjeeling, India in
January, 1996, where church leaders from
Bhutan, Sikkim, Nepal, Nagaland, Darjeeling
and possibly Tibet will participate for the
evangelization of the entire Himalayan region!

To God be all glory! So much achieved, and so
much lying ahead. May we join hands with
intercessors worldwide in praying for the growth of
unity, maturity, mobilization and multiplication of
the churches in Nepal and the entire Himalaya
region in these crucial days of unprecedented
opportunity.

MOBILIZATION AND EVANGELIZATION PLANS
OF THE FOUR REGIONS OF NEPAL

In God's grace and time, His Spirit worked in a
special way during NEPAL *94. Church leaders
from the four Regions of the country have each
elected seven leaders as their Regional
Committee members. These committees will be
responsible for the preparation of the follow-up
Regional Conferences to be held in January, 1995.
They have also drafted regional mobilization and
evangelization plans to be carried out in the
coming years, as follows:

|. NEPAL EASTERN REGION MOBILIZATION
AND EVANGELIZATION PLAN

HINDRANCES:

-Organizational competitive feelings
-Lack of unity.

-Problems between leaders.

-Lack of cooperation.

-Seeking self-glory.

-Lack of Bible teaching.

-Leaders accusing each other.

SOLUTIONS:

-Periodic get-togethers of leaders with the
breaking of bread.

-Preach Jesus and not organization.

-Exchange forgiveness.

-Stop accusing each other.

-Prioritize Bible teaching.

-Teaching on giving.

-No sheep-stealing.

1—1—1 PRINCIPLE:
(Every one believer brings one person to Christ
and into the church in one year)

-Teaching the congregation clearly about Christ.
-Teaching on the assurance of salvation.
-Teaching on personal evangelism.

-Teaching on intercession for sinners.
-Encourage the heart of compassion.

-Follow up new believers.

-Leaders be examples.

-Opportunities for believers in churches.
-Materials to be provided.

-Setting up evangelism libraries in churches.
-Bring non-Christian home guests to the church.
-Christian homes hang posters with Bible verses
on the walls.

-Church strategy be prepared. Prizes be given
as encouragement.

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-Gospel tracks be given to visitors at homes.

10—1 PRINCIPLE:
(Every believer offers 10% of their wealth, time
and talent for the Lord's use)

-To be trained and taught.

-Programs to be prepared.

-To be an example.

-Model Churches to be taken as examples.

-To maintain personal concem for believers.
-Leaders learn to give first.

-Keep proper account of tithes and offerings and
report to the congregation periodically.

100—1 PRINCIPLE:

(Every 100 believers should support and send
one full-time worker -— pastor, evangelist,
missionary, etc.)

First of all, leaders themselves should be
committed.

Il. NEPAL WESTERN REGION MOBILIZATION

AND EVANGELIZATION PLAN

1. The Westemn Regional Conference will be
held in January 11-13, 1995 in Pokhara. All
necessary steps will be taken by every
means to make this conference a
successful one.

2. All localities in the Western Region will be
reached with the gospel. We will be
actively involved in fulfilling the Great
Commission of our Lord Jesus Christ. To
accomplish this, local committees will be
formed involving all local churches.
Churches will be mobilized in the following
major cities: ' (a) Pokhara (b) Gorkha
(c) Nawalparasi (d) Rupendehi and
(e) Palpa.,

3. Geographical blocks will be marked for
evangelization by local committees which
will be formed in the near future.

4. The Regional Committee meeting will be
held every four months. During these
meetings, observation, program evaluation
and reports regarding evangelism program
will be prepared, and follow-up work will be
done.

Local committees will meet every two
months in their respective places.

Under the coordination of the local
committees, local churches will be widely
mobilized for effective evangelism and
church-planting.

In February/March, 1995, one month of
evangelism program will be organized,
mobilizing resources and manpower of the
local churches. Different para-church
organizations will also be contacted for
cooperation. About 60 workers will be
trained and taught as evangelists and be
sent in tribe and language groups to
different places of the entire region.

lll. NEPAL MID/FAR WESTERN REGION
MOBILIZATION AND EVANGELIZATION
PLAN

1—1—1 principle will be applied. Persons
who won new souls during the past year will
be recognized in front of the congregation
at the end of the year or during Christmas.

10—1 principle will be applied. Church
leaders, workers and matured Christians
should be examples by giving one-tenth of
their time, talents, and income.

100—1 principle will be applied. Churches
in the region should be able to bear each
other's financial burden. A separate
evangelism fund will be established. The
fund will be raised through cultural
programs and other means.

Five Hindrances:
HINDRANCES:

i) Interfering with each other's ministry.

ii) Geographical difficulties.

iif) Lack of financial resources.

iv) Appointment of immature evangelists.

v) Lack of inter-church and inter-
denominational prayer fellowships.

SOLUTIONS:

i) Agreement will be sought for God's
servants to work ‘in understanding
without interfering with each other's
ministry. .

i) Believers at different places will be
encouraged to work at their particular
places.

iii) Local funds will be established and
efforts will be made to liaison with
para-church organizations for their
financial contribution.

iv) Train and nurture more matured
workers.

v) Periodic regional get-togethers and
prayer meetings will be organized.

AFTER WE GO BACK TO OUR REGION:

i) We shall pray for the leading of the
Holy Spirit in our ministries.

ii) Give ourselves in fulfilling the Great
Commission, promoting unity with
each other.

ii) Strategies will be made and we shall
follow accordingly.

iv) We have decided to hold the Regional
Conference in Tikapur, January 18-20,
1995.

v) We hope to form sub-committees to
carry out responsibilities for the
Regional Conference.

IV.NEPAL CENTRAL REGION MOBILIZATION
AND EVANGELIZATION PLAN

1. In each area of our Region, God's people
will be continually encouraged to put aside
their prejudice and to  establish
understanding among all churches, leaders
and believers.

2. Once a month, sharing to the believers by
pastors, teachers, evangelists, Bible study
leaders and home cell leaders at their
respective places on the subject of regional
and national evangelization.

3. In each area, pastors, church and para-
church leaders will periodically meet for
prayer and maintain mutual love and
understanding.

4. Each individual believer will be encouraged
to be committed to the Great Commission
and involve themselves actively in
evangelism program of the local church.

$. The forthcoming evangelism program will
be organized by Central Co-coordination
Committee and Regional Conference. This
will be actively participated.

6. Decision has been made that the Central

Region Conference will be held at Hetauda
in Narayani Zone, January 25-27, 1995.

KATHMANDU DECLARATION

Adopted by the Nepal A.D. 2000 Congress of Evangelism,
Kathmandu, Nepal,
October 16 to 21, 1994.

God in His grace and purpose has allowed 1,100 of us from different churches and Christian organizations to gather
from all the five regions of Nepal and diaspora Nepali in neighboring countries to gather in Kathmandu for the Nepal
AD 2000 Congress of Evangelism, October 16 to 21, 1994. God has enabled us to enjoy fellowship with each other in
His love and to listen to the Word and instruction of our Lord Jesus Christ. We give thanks to our great God of
heaven for this historic opportunity and hereby declare our basis of faith in Him and His glorious purpose for each one
of us through this Declaration.

We believe in the complete trustworthiness, infallibility, relevance, and sufficiency of the Holy Scripture, God’s
revelation of His plan for redemption, and its authority in all matters of life and faith for every tribe and nation.

We believe in the fall of man through sin, and hence separation from God and fellowship and peace between man and
God, and that redemption is possible through repentance and faith in the Lord Jesus Christ.

We believe in the urgency and importance of the Great Commission and the responsibility of every Christian to be.a
witness in obedience to Christ’s command.

We believe that God is working out His plan and purpose through the local church and hence we need to work in unity
to accomplish God’s purpose in every area of the ministry in the Church.
Therefore, We Resolve:

1. To take the fulfillment of the Great Commission as the main goal of every individual Christian, church and
organization.

2. To give continuity to this revival in action, as we are spiritually revived in this congress, we are resolved to be His
witnesses, we shall organize conferences and prayer meetings in every region to make all local believers, churches
and organizations actively cooperate with each other.

3. To coordinate our available resources, facilities and man-power without any reservation so as to enhance
evangelism and other church ministries. We are resolved to cooperate and communicate with each other and
develop programs for the same.

4. To establish a ‘Church Research Center’ so as to study the present situation of our churches and ministries to find
out the needs of specific people groups and communities thereby endeavoring to bring the Gospel to every Nepali
by the year A.D. 2000.

5. To encourage and develop theological and Bible education as a great need of the churches, and to train committed
national as many leaders as possible.

6. To get involved in world evangelization by all possible means and specifically by developing programs to reach
the Nepali diaspora outside of Nepal.

7. To form a ‘National Coordinating Body’ to continue the fulﬁllmeni of the goals we have set at this Congress by
coordinating and working with various church groups and organizations.

Conclusion

Again, we want to dedicate ourselves to our Lord Jesus Christ and affirm our commitment to be obedient to His
command in Acts 1:8 in fulfilling His Great Commission in our generation and time.
