Kurdish Bellever

& Mansour Hussein Murdered
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There has been no church amongst
the Kurds of Northern Iraq in recent history.
In the 20's and 30's there was intense
missionary work, with many seeds sown
and a price paid: a missionary and his
daughter killed by locals in Dohouk. In
more recent years, thousands of Scriptures
in Kurdish and Arabic have been
distributed, and a few have made ministry
trips. Some Western Christian relief
agencies have offered food and shelter in
the aftermath of the Gulf War. The Kurds
were amazed at this help from Christians
and not from people of their own faith.
None of this work or sacrifice has been in
vain. There are now fledgling groups of
Kurdish Christians in northern Iraq—— the
church has been born.

And the church has already given
her martyrs. Brother Mansour Hussein is
one of them. Mansour was murdered
simply because he was a Muslim convert
who worked in a Christian bookshop.

Brother Mansour Hussein Sifer was
born in Baghdad in 1954 into a Muslim
Faily Kurdish family. He grew up in
Baghdad, graduated from a technical
institute in Engineering (Surveying) and
worked with his father and brothers on
contraction jobs. He was a gified writer
and produced many poems as his thinking
becoming more communistic.

In the early 80's he left Baghdad to
live in Iran. Then in '92 afier northern Iraq
came under control of the Kurdish parties,
he came to live in the city of Arbil. Working
for a German relief organization for several
months, he became known as a communist
writer, openly atheistic. In '94 he married
a Kurdish girl and had a son the year after.

Mansour became a Christian in

January '96 mainly through the witness of another believer in Arbil
with whom he worked later that year in a small bookshop, lending
and selling Christian books and Bibles. As an older man, he was
courteous with all he met, and was very active in teaching others
the biblical truth. Not surprisingly he and the other brother often
received threats.

On April 21, last day of a religious feast, Mansour opened
the bookshop. He was last seen by his brother-in-law and neighbors
around 10 am, cleaning the shop window. Around 10:40 am, his
colleague decided to go and see if the shop had been looted during
the 4-day feast. He saw the shop open and his friend Mansour
slumped on the floor. Thinking Mansour had had a fit, he went to
get a neighbor to help carry heavily built Mansour to a taxi. Coming
back, they saw blood on the floor and the bullet mark in his head.
Beside Mansour's body was his pocket New Testament and another
book in Arabic, titled "More Precious Than Gold". It appears that
Mansour was cleaning the floor when someone came to return this
book, and as Mansour checked the records, he was shot in the head
by a pistol with a silencer. Mansour's colleague has been held in
prison since April 28, charged with complicity in Mansour's murder.

The cartridge of the shell left behind bore the same marks
in 2 recent killings in Arbil. On April 24, a body was discovered
apparently killed with same weapon. And on April 26, the owner
of a shop selling alcohol was found killed in his shop by a (different)
pistol with silencer. Later that evening, a gun misfired in a murder
attempt in another alcohol shop. The attacker was disarmed but
later fled. It seems that Mansour's murder was part of a well
organized effort by some political group. All victims were involved
in activities strongly forbidden by Islamic law.

Mansour has been 'lifted up', to call Christians around the
world to focus their prayers on the Kurds of northern Iraq and
surrounding countries. For years only a few have prayed, distributed
Scriptures, and preached. The first fruits of their labor can now be
seen — but now the region needs a tidal wave of prayer to bring
the rest of the harvest in.

Pray for the release of Mansour's colleague; for his wife
and son and others close to him; for the young church to remain
steadfast despite threats; and for many more to come to faith because
of their witness.

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DUNGAN UPDATE l

About a year ago, my
wife Julia and [ were moved
by the Spirit to visit
Dungan. This past spring
we joined one of the GCC
Dungan Short-term mission
teams. On April 29, some
brothers from the Irvine
Canaan Christian
Community Church
(ICCCC) sent us off at the
L A International Airport for
our first leg to New York.
Following a short but sweet
time of fellowship at Elder
Leung's home , we soon
went back to board the
Austrian Airlines flight to
Kazakhstan. We arrived at
Almaty, the capital city at 1
am, went through
immigration and customs
smoothly, and were taken by
car to the Dungan region
reaching Tokmak of
Kirgizstan at day break.

Most Dungan people
live in and around two vill-
ages, Tokmak in Kirgizstan
and Mashanchi in Kazakh-
stan. The two villages are
about ten miles apart but in
two different countries.

People, however, can cross
the border rather freely and
normally no visa is required.
GCC coworkers reside in
both villages. In Tokmak,
there is a two-bedroom
apartment equipped with
running cold and hot water,
a telephone, a FAX
machine, and a flush toilet.
The place can accommodate
seven people. In the village
of Mashanchi, Kazakhstan,
there is a kindergarten
building without any
modern facilities but is quite
large. It became our activity
center.

To facilitate our work
to serve the Dungan people,
the Association of Dungan
Cultural Centers (ADCC)
has given us an aged two-

story building, formerly a
hospital. When GCC

completes its renovation, the
ground floor will have a
reception area, a clinic, a
pharmacy, a dental clinic, a
surgery room and some
hospital beds. The second
floor will have offices,
dormitory rooms,
bathrooms, dining room,
kitchen and a spacious
assembly room for worship
and meetings. The building
will be equipped with a
modern heating sys-tem, hot
and cold running water, and
flush toilets. The renovation
is expected to be completed
by the end of June and fully
operational shortly after as
the headquarters for the
GCC Dungan ministry.

Our daily schedule
started with breakfast
together in Mashanchi
followed by a time of
devotion lasting about half
an hour. We took turns to
lead worship. At 9:30 am,
we began that day's
activities, but returned to
the same place for lunch and
dinner. A Dungan lady
prepared simple yet tasty
meals for us. We brought
with us some food
supplements, such as peanut
butter, jelly, sardines,
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cupnoodles, and confec-

tioneries.

Nine of us from US
and Hong Kong came to
Dungan together. Four more
arrived later, three from US
and one from Taiwan. Each
of us hdad an assignment
matching our gifts and
specialties.

The Dungan people
are conservative Muslims.
Over a hundred years ago,
their an-cestors fled China
and settled here. They
maintain their Chinese
tradition and culture
considering themselves
descendants of the Chinese.
Here they are a minority
group completely isolated
from the outside world. To
this date they still live an
old-fashioned lifestyle
handed down through
generations. It is hard
sharing the Gospel with
them. It seems that we need
first to improve their living
condition, and to expose
them to the outside world,
new knowledge and
technologies. It is hoped
that they will see and
experience the love of
Christ through us, wanting
to know more about God,
and finally accept Jesus as
their personal Savior. This
is our vision of "pre-

evangel-ism" to prepare
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their hearts.

To update the various
ministry activities in
Dungan:

1. Medical Ministry --
Ms Betty Cheung from San
Gabriel Valley First
Evangel-ical Church, along
with three sisters from Hong
Kong, were helping some
60 to 70 patients daily with
medicine mostly donated
from US. This clinic is
open six days a week, eight
to nine hours a day with
occasional house-calls.
After such long hours, our
sister Betty was often
exhausted and was sick her-
self several times. More
help are needed.

2. Agricultural Minis-
try -- Brother Wu is a
farming specialist from
New Jersey. He brought
with him a com-plete set of
high-tech Drip-In irrigation
system along with fruit and
vegetable seeds. All these
are now put in place in a
pilot farming plant. Results
will be seen in a few
months. It is hoped that this
will help the Dungan people
improve their living
standards.

3. Computer Class --
GCC has donated a 586
com-puter system to
ADCC. It is fully

operational yet not many

Dungan people know how
to use it. They also have
several donated 386 and
486 com-puters. Four young
Christians from ICCCC will
come to Dungan by the end
of June to set up training
class for them.

4. English Class --
Dungan high schools teach
English but English
teachers are scarce. The
high-schoolers are
interested to learn English
and have a desire to know
the American culture. Mrs
Julia Wu from ICCCC
taught a class everyday
while she was there. The
four young Christians from
ICCCC are American born
Chinese, all recent college
graduates. They can also
play guitar and sing. They
will be warmly received by
the teenagers. We pray for a
break-through among the
young ones in Dungan.

5. Chinese Class -- It
is still in the planning stage.

6. Manufacturing
Facil-ities -- Brother Lee,
success-ful owner of
machine manu-facturing
factories in US and Taiwan,
did a feasibility study for
setting up factories to
produce oil, fertilizer, cattle
feed, dried fruits, and gar-
ments, plus a canning
facility.

The Dungan mission
is fairly unique. Though we
are still unable to stage a
large scale evangelistic
meeting , or to preach the
Gospel directly to the
Dungan people, per-sonal
sharing is possible when
initiated by them. (Already
several have shown desire

to accept Jesus as Savior.)
On the other hand, we may
freely preach the Gospel to
the Chinese businessmen
there from China. There are
at least 60 to 70 Chinese
families (approximately 200
people) from the Xin-Jiang
province . Some have
already accepted the Lord
and been baptized. We had
about twenty people in
Sunday worship. If we
could reach these Chinese,
the Dungan gospel ministry
would be greatly enhanced.

In Tokmak, there is a
Russian Christian Church
with about 500 people.
Sometimes we worship with
them. One of our members,
Rev Daniel Wong from
Hong Kong, was once
invited to speak there. When
they heard of our mission,
they joyfully exclaimed ,
"Praise the Lord, He has
answered our prayers." It
seems they were burdened
for the Dungan people but
find it difficult to reach
them. And now there we
are.

A recent Parade Mag-
azine article reported that
Christian agency Operation
Blessing has converted a L-
1011 wide body jet into a
flying hospital and
scheduled it to be in
Kazakhstan for a healing
mission. This reminds us
that the Lord is using many
others to help the Muslims
improve their living
standard as part of the effort
to reach the 1.2 billion
Muslims around the world.
One added sign that the
second coming of Christ is

coming closer to reality.

An article published
in the August 1996 issue of
Great Commission Quarter
has elicited much response
from leaders of the
Chinese Church
everywhere. The article
was written by Brother
Hun Ray (a pseudonym)
entitled "Mission to the
Muslims: The Greatest
Challenge of the New
Millennium". In his
concluding paragraph,
Brother Ray wrote: "The
Chinese Church must face
this 'New Millennium' with
vision and determination,
and must take aggressive
actions without delay
........... Pooling together
their experience, expertise
and vision, those who are
committed should map out
a strategy to meet this
challenge after in depth
study of its various aspects:
historical, theological,
cultural, language, mission,
etc." These heartfelt words
inspired coworkers at the
Great Commission Center
prompting us to be
burdened, not only for
meeting the challenge of
mission to the Muslims,
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but the need of strategizing
by the Chinese Church as
she faces the challenge of
world evangelization in the
New Millennium. When
we shared this burden with
a number of Chinese
church leaders who are
greatly used by God, there
was a consensus about the
need to call a consultation
to work on this matter.
Various topics were also
suggested.
