L. Cooperate In Hastening
His Return

In Matthew 24 Jesus gave many
signs of His coming, and we can see an
acceleration in the pace of these signs
today. We are also seeing the Enemy's
recognition that his time is short, as false
teaching is spreading. For example, in
1987 the Mormons were able to reach
more people than in the entire 158-year
history of their religion. They saw
274,000 converts that year.

Are any of the signs of His com-
ing specific? When Jesus was asked,
"What is the sign of your return?," He
pointed to a specific sign and said: "This
gospel of the kingdom must be
preached throughout the whole world
as a testimony to all peoples, and then
the end will come" (Matthew 24:14).

Now the Church is starting to see
that this task can be done. It's possible
to penetrate the unreached people
groups of the world to establish an evan-
gelizing church, a witness in their midst,
to get on with the task of proclaiming
the gospel. God is giving remarkable
strategies to reach these groups.

Look at it this way: We have the
privilege to participate in something
that signals the end of the devil, and
that is why he hates this kind of mes-
sage. That is why the devil attacks
those who are working to fulfill the
Great Commission. It signals the end
of Satan's rule in the earth.

Peter writes of the Second Com-
ing, "The Lord is not slow in keeping
his promise. He is patient with you,
not wanting anyone to perish, but ev-
eryone to come to repentance. What
kind of people ought you to be? You
ought to live holy and godly lives as you
look forward to the day of God and speed
its coming" (2 Peter 3:9). Other transla-
tions say "hasten His coming."

In other words, there is something
we can do to bring that day nearer: We
have an assignment, so let's give our-
selves to things that really matter. We
can be motivated by the thought that
we are men and women on a mission.
On the back of my station wagon I have
a bumper sticker that says "On a Mis-
sion." I'm on a mission to cooperate
with God's purposes today to see the
church restored and the nations --the
ethne --reached. I believe that with
each successive day, as we give our-
selves to the task of seeing the church
become what God intends it to be --a
task force to reach the nations in obe-
dience to the Master Plan, we are speed-
ing the return of the Lord.

‘We must be involved with a local
church body to be equipped and trained
by leaders, to send and go, to respond
in a Biblical way. We need to serve in
the mission work already being done by
our local church.

We need to be faithful in giving
tithes and offerings instead of occasion-

ally throwing in a buck, "tipping” the
Lord. We need to give in a heroic, sac-
rificial way to see churches planted
abroad. We need to intercede, to get
up early and pray. By doing this we are
cooperating and hastening the return of
the Lord. We should live as if the Lord
is coming back in a hundred years, but
work as if He is coming back tomor-
row. We should be prudent and respon-
sible and seek God's plans for our lives,

yet work with zeal and inspiration.

1L Crave Th 's Comin
We need to fight an attitude of ca-

sual indifference or nonchalance toward
the Lord's coming. The New Testament
repeatedly speaks of "longing for," "look-
ing forward to," "loving" the return of the
Lord:

"... As you look forward to the day

of God and speed its coming"

(2 Peter 3:12);

"But in keeping with his promise
we are looking forward to a new
heaven and a new earth” (2 Peter
3:13);

“So, then, dear friends, since you
are looking forward to this, make
every effort to be found spotless,
blameless and at peace with him"
(2 Peter 3:14);

“... Christ was sacrificed once to
take away the sin of many people;
and he will appear a second time,
not to bear sin, but to bring salva-
tion to those who are waiting for
him" (Hebrews 9:28).

Are you in that category?

"I have fought the good fight, I have
finished the race, I have kept the
faith. Now there is in store for me
the crown of righteousness, which
the Lord, the righteous Judge, will
award to me, and not only to me,
but also to all who have longed for

his appearing"” (2 Timothy 4:7-8).

Notice: "... to all who have longed
for his appearing.” A special company
of Christians are marked out by the fact
that they have longed for the return of
the Lord. Over 500 saw the Lord after

his resurrection, but only 120 were with
Him in that upper room.

You can nurture a craving. How
can we nurture that craving for the Lord?
Society nurtures cravings through adver-
tising, by reminding us how our felt needs
might be met. We see a billboard on

the highway for a Big Mac, and we get
a craving for a Big Mac.

When "the Lord himself will come
down from heaven with a loud com-
mand, with the voice of the archangel
and with the trumpet call of God" (1
Thessalonians 4:16), all eyes will be on
the One we have worshiped and longed
for: the Lord Jesus Himself. Just think
what that will be like. What you and I
and previous generations have thought

and dreamed about will finally be hap-
pening.

When I am away from my family
for a few days and then return, my chil-
dren run to me, yell "Daddy's back!,"
and hug and jump on me. In the same
way, if we grow to love the Lord Jesus
more, we will want to see Him more
eagerly. Consistently remind yourself
that the Lord whom we have never seen

will be right before our very eyes.
[ That's how the craving begins.



Another thing that helps increase
the craving is to realize that when we
see Him, we will receive a brand-new
body, not a body of humiliation and
aches and pains like we have now, but
a glorious resurrected body. Paul writes,
“Our citizenship is in heaven. And we
eagerly await a Savior from there, the
Lord Jesus Christ, who by the power
that enables him to bring everything un-
der his control will transform our lowly
bodies so that they will be like his glori-
ous body" (Philippians 3:20-21).

All the people you love, as well
as the heroes of the faith, will be there.
Sickness, poverty, war, injustice, dis-
ease, suffering --all of that will be wiped
out. The Lord will be living among his
people, and Satan, his demons, and evil
spirits will not be able to harass us any-
more. No more accusation, no more
condemnation, no more temptation.
There will be peace and harmony and
the presence of God. Put yourself in
remembrance of these things. Long for
His coming !

_111, Cultivate Personal
Holiness

God's grace "teaches us to say

'no’ to ungodliness and worldly pas-
sions, and to live self-controlled, up-
right and godly lives in this present age,
while we wait for the blessed hope --
the glorious appearing of our great God
and Savior, Jesus Christ, who gave him-
self for us to redeem us from all wick-
edness and to purify for himself a people
that are his very own, eager to do what
is good" (Titus 2:12-14).We must be
aware that one day we will face the Lord,
and we will be accountable for what we
have done. This is a far-off reality, and
that's where people can compromise.
But if we know the Lord is coming back,
we won't want to compromise. In
churches where the return of the Lord
is not considered imminent, people can
get lazy and sloppy. But if we realize
we will face Him, we are committed to
be a holy people; we won't want to
grieve the Holy Spirit.

There are consequences for sin.
Look at what has happened to America’s

political and church leaders in their sexual
immorality. We have to guard ourselves
against immorality and all sin. We have
to keep short accounts with God and
confess our sins to Him regularly so that
we can walk in holiness.

We are called to walk in loyalty as
a church of solid relationships. If we
have something against our Christian
brother in the church, we don't share
our grievance with others. We don't dis-
guise it as a prayer request. We go to
the brother and are reconciled. We don't
tolerate disloyalty, slander, or gossip. We
shouldn't live like this world or be con-
formed to it, but we should be trans-
formed into a new way of life.

1V. Continue In Prayer

We want to continue in more ag-
gressive and intensified prayer. "Be
careful, or your hearts will be weighed
down by dissipation, drunkenness and the
anxieties of life, and that day [the close
of the age and the coming of the Lord]
will close on you unexpectedly like atrap”
(Luke21:34).
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We as Christians have to be especially
on guard about being weighed down by the
anxieties of life. The last days aren't going to
be "bad"; they are going to be mad. Times
have gotten tough. You need to monitor what
comes into your mind through the media; you
have to be on guard about what your chil-
dren see and hear. But we're not to respond
by feeling weighed down in anxieties; instead,
we are to learn to pray.

In Seoul, Korea, I visited Paul Yonggi
Cho's church. At one point Pastor Cho said,
"We are going to pray for the Americans. Let
us turn and pray a blessing and intercede on
their behalf for the favor of God in their lives."
All of a sudden the entire group of 20,000
believers in the auditorium turned and began
praying. It felt like a wave coming over us.
Aggressive, consistent prayer is essential. If
we don't have that, things will backfire on us
down the road. We need to devote ourselves
to daily prayer and the study of the Scrip-
tures.

V. Complete Your Assigned Task

"No one knows about that day or hour,
not even the angels in heaven, nor the Son,
but only the Father. Be on guard! Be alert!
You don't know when that time will come.
It's like a man going away: He leaves his
house and puts his servants in charge, each
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with his assigned task, and tells the one at the
door to keep watch" (Mark 13:32-34).

"Each with his assigned task" means
that we don't have to decide what we are go-
ing to do with our lives. We simply need to
find out what God has purposed for us to
do. Each of us has a destiny: "We are God's
workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do
good works, which God prepared in advance
for us to do" (Ephesians 2:10). God wants
us to walk in the good works he has pre-
pared for us. The scope of these good works
is always within the context of our purpose,
our task --as we witness for him in Jerusa-
lem, Judea, Samaria, and the uttermost parts
of the earth" (Acts 1: 8), as we are making
"disciples of every people group" (Matthew
28:19). This is reality.

The day of Christ's appearing will never
be repeated. You don't want to be dreaming
about what you could have been or could
have done. Instead, choose your destiny.
Do what God intended for your life. Don't
limit Him, and don't let the devil limit you.
Your desire should be to glorify God and
affect the nations as a result of your commit-
ment to Him.

OCSS’98 turned out to be

the most wonderful experi-
ence in my five-year Christian life. Be-
sides learning from the knowledgeable
and articulate speakers, I found some
very wise and faithful friends in Christ.
Moreover, through the fellowship with
different brothers and sisters, the Lord
answered all the questions I had
brought to the conference concerning
my ministry and my personal relation-
ship with Him.

Having a full schedule everyday
from seven o’clock in the morning to
eleven o’clock at night (or, more usu-
ally, one or two o’clock a.m.), this
conference covered an extensive
spread of topics and issues. In order
to compact such an enriching experi-
ence in a couple of pages, I’'m sum-
marizing the whole into three major
themes: Spiritual Formation, Practical
Ministry Training, and God’s Kingdom
in China.

frustrations I had with my non-believ-

ing friends were caused by the internal |

conflicts I had with myself, and my self-
conflict existed because I had not made
real peace with God. Focusing on my
own spiritual formation instead of other
people’s reactions or responses, I

found the way to spiritual satisfaction |

much more attainable.
For the first time, words in Col.
3: 23 truly touched my heart: “What-
ever you do, work at it with all your
heart, as working for the Lord, not for
men.” I was ashamed to recall how
many times I was angry with my
nonbelieving friends because they did
not appreciate the work I had done for
them. God ac-
cepted me with
all my weak-
ness, how
could I have
neglected the
other
people’s
¥ need of heal-
ing while ex-
pecting the
kind of co-
operation
and under-
standing
which they were unable to give me?
Having tasted the miraculous sweetness
of God’s holy healing and compassion,
I submitted my ministry to the Lord and
asked Him to forgive me for my igno-
rance. I asked Him to give me a com-
passionate heart and help me show real
love to people around me.
To complete His healing process,
God used one of my roommates to an-

| swer some of the questions that had tor-

tured me with fear and confusion. For
example, I had experienced a long-term
confusion over my love for art and lit-
erature. On one hand, I had seen the
need of acknowledging humanity in ex-
periencing God and doing God’s min-
istry (Jesus himself became a man and
embodied humanity in order to give us
his perfect love). On the other hand, I
was afraid that my acceptance of hu-
manity would bind me forever to my
old self and prevent me from devoting
myself wholly to the Lord. By talking
and praying with this very wise sister, I
was released from my intense struggle
and learned to submit my natural life to
God without fear. Giving thanks and
returning glory to Him, Iinvited God to
make the judgment about what was
good and useful and what needed to be
cut away in my life. Once I stopped
attempting to distinguish by myself what
in my natural being was the gift and what
was the bondage, both my heart and
my mind experienced the real freedom
of living under the Lord’s grace.

Practical Ministry Training

The theme of “Practical Ministry
Training” provided me with a great op-
portunity of learning from experienced,
loyal servants of God. Being a young
Christian with very little experience, 1
had come across many confusions and
frustrations in my humbling practice of
servanthood. Many times, no matter
how much I wanted to help in my
church, I felt inadequate and unquali-
fied. Surrounded by brothers and sis-
ters even “younger’’ than I, I many times
had wished that the Lord would pre-
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pare and equip me with His wisdom in a mi-
raculously efficient way. During this OCSS
conference, special workshops and seminars,
addressing topics such as Discipleship, Small
Group Bible Study, Peace-making, Music
Leading, Christian Marriage, Overseas Chi-
nese Church, and Evangelical Strategies, pro-
vided me with a variety of the solid spiritual
food I had craved. If spiritual formation is
the founda-
tion of one’s
faith, these
practical is-
sues of minis-
try are differ-
ent parts of
construction
based on it.

s Kingdom
The theme of “Servanthood in God’s
Kingdom” brought up the climax of this con-

n in

ference. After praying for people of different
nationalities and races all over the world, we
were introduced to the grand picture of glo-
bal evangelism. We learned that our beloved
motherland, China, still owned the largest
population of “unreached” people groups.
Having concentrated on my personal relation-
ship with God ever since I became His child,
for the first time I saw the urgent need of lift-
ing up my faith to a wholistic level and par-
ticipating in the universal evangelical out-
reach. Tears many times came to my eyes
when I watched the video about Christians
in the poor villages of my own country. Re-
gardless of the poor condition of their lives,
they worshipped and served God with even
greater zeal. They sang the same songs to
God with a much simpler spirit. Thinking

about these brothers and sisters, I was
ashamed of all the material blessings I had
received from the Lord undeservingly. My
heart ached when I thought about how much
needed to be done and how much more
should be done for the coming kingdom of
our loving God. With many other brothers and
sisters, I answered the call of servanthood and
decided to devote my life to the work of the
Lord. I was
fully con-
vinced that

Walohing vides aboul China tian should
do. Other-

wise, we would be wasting our own lives. As
Jesus warned us, “The harvest time is near but
the workers are few.” (Lk 10:2) I want to please
God by becoming a faithful servant of His.

The most beautiful thing I saw was that
three of my roommates went with me to an-
swer the same calling. During the six days I
received alot of spiritual encouragement from
them and came to love them dearly. We de-
cided to build prayer net and keep praying
for one another’s ministry. At this moment,
I do not know what is God’s plan for each
one of us, but I believe that no matter how
different the way we are chosen to serve Him,
we will always be working in the same Spirit

and for the same Lord.

Of the 5.9 billion world population in
1998, 11% (638 million) profess to be
evangelical Christians.

To help children in Cambodia which has
the worst childhood death rate in East
Asia, World Relief, assistance arm of the
National Assoc of Evangelicals, conduct
hygiene classes using puppets, skits, and
songs to show children how to avoid ill-
ness and death resulting from poor health
practices. Some 4,000 children have be-
lieved in Christ in the past year through
these classes. Church planters of World
Relief have also started 6 small churches
in the country.

While the gospel is spreading like wild fire in

China, on average each house church leader

has spent at least three years in jail. Nor can
members of leaders’” families avoid such fate
when the authorities cannot locate the lead-
ers themselves. Recently 5 leaders were ar-
rested and subjected to terrible torture be-
fore sentenced to several years in labor
camps where they work 12 hours a day in
mines, 7 days a week.

This was
so revolting to these Muslim Tatars that
today even the sight of a cross makes them
uncomfortable. Thus, among the 5 to 7
million Volga Tatars of Russia only a few
have believed in Christ. But they struggle
to forge an identity separate from the Rus-

sian Church and to reach other Tatars.

Winter/928-99
Though most Japanese celebrate Christ-
mas, they do not know it is about Christ’s
birth. Treating it as Santa’s birthday, a
Buddhist sect staged a Christmas party.

So it is the day when churches hold
services. Some churches jointly rent large
halls and offer concert, carol singing,
candles, and gospel message. These
meetings are attractive especially to the
youths who view them as romantic events

during a perceived romantic period.

is now a church of 100 people.

In southeastern Africa, Malawi is one of
the poorest and most densely populated
nations in the world. The light of the gos-
pel has shone brightly in Malawi for over
100 years starting with David Livingstone’s
arrival in 1859. But in recent years Islam
has spread rapidly. Today, 15% of the 10
million people are Muslim with a mosque
in almost every town. Oil-rich Muslim
countries have poured in large amounts of
money with Kuwait funding a new high-
way on the condition of building a mosque
every 10 km.

Historically Estonia has been predomi-
nantly Lutheran, but during Communist
rule of 1940 to 1991, religious liberties
were severely limited. Now the nation of
1.5 million has much more religious lib-
erty.
