International evangelical leaders uniting

for global evangelism in the 21st century

August 28, 1999 (Copper Canyon,
Texas, USA)-Representatives of
the major international evangelical
networks met in Copper Canyon,
Texas, August 25-27 1999 to com-
plete the development of a new
framework for cooperation into the
new millennium. The meeting, a
scheduled follow-on to a March
1999 consultation in Hurdal, Nor-
way, was called by the AD2000 and
Beyond Movement, the Lausanne
World
Evangelisation, and the World

Committee for

Evangelical Fellowship.

Building on a previously agreed set
of core values, the participants
worked for three days in a com-
munity atmosphere of prayer. From
an intense discussion of benefits
and obstacles, they discovered sev-
eral priority functions of a global
movement focusing on discipling
the nations. After much further de-
liberation, the proceedings came to
a halt, as tile conferees realized
they needed to truly hear from God
- they asked "where is the leading
of the Holy Spirit?" An extended
pause for prayer brought several
words from the Lord, and a new

spirit of unity. As one participant
said, "God showed up. It's that

simple."

The outcome of the meeting was
the formation of a team with a two-
year mandate to create a viable,
servant-spirited, low profile entity
serving the Church of Jesus Christ
worldwide and facilitating the ful-
fillment of His Great Commission.
This new body is committed to
more regional and functional net-
work cooperation and collabora-
tion. The team consists of a rep-
resentative International Commit-
tee, with a smaller Facilitation
Group.

Participants united in prayer, ask-
ing God for humility, faith, boldness,
vision, and sensitivity to the Holy
Spirit. They request prayer support
and input from God's people around
the world as they pursue this pro-
cess. The Facilitation Group met
for the first time on August 28, 1999
and set in motion the next devel-

opment steps.

Turkie Window
A Gateway to the Muslim World

It was a night to remember--a
night that changed my life. On that
night [ saw with my own eyes how
the Lord himself has flung open a
gateway to the most unreachable: a

gateway to Muslims!

I saw it that night as [ walked
through the crowded Millet Muslim
ghetto in the heart of Plovdiv! Bul-
garia. Men and women of faith
openly shared the Gospel, as the dis-
ciples must have done almost two
thousand years ago. Words cannot
express how my heart and soul were
stirred. Never before have I seen
such an open door to the Muslim
people.

That gateway is what we are
now calling "The 35/45 Turkic Win-

As we stood near the western
edge of the Turkic Window that first
night of our recent journey, I thought
back to the day, five years earlier,
when a worker among the Turkic
peoples came to share his burden
with me. "There is another window
atop the 10/40 Window," he said. "It's
the Turkic Window, which is framed

by the 35 degree and 45 degree north
latitudes. It extends from Skopje,
Macedonia in the west, all the way
to Urumchi, China in the east. Come
and see it for yourself, and write a
booklet to encourage God's people to

become involved."

And so we journeyed across
the vast region, following the ancient
Great Silk Road. We were astounded
by the vastness of the gateway the
Lord has opened, and compelled by
the challenge He has laid at the feet
of believers worldwide. Here is the
opportunity for which we have
prayed for generations, an opening
in the seemingly impenetrable wall of
Islam.

Now, with the sweeping politi-
cal changes that have taken place
since the crumbling of the Soviet
Union, a gateway of opportunity has
opened to reach these ancient pre-
cious peoples. This land is in the
midst of dramatic change. It is vola-
tile. Massive unemployment grips the
people as communism moves out and
market economies move in. There

is a vacuum. Fledgling governments

restructure everything from consti-
tutions to education. This land is vi-
able. Not for a thousand years has
there been so much freedom to share
the Gospel with the people who live
in the 35/45 Turkic Window.

Near the end of our journey,
we were amazed to find 5,000-be-
lievers from many people groups
gathered in a stadium in Bishkek,
Kyrgyzstan. We worshipped near
China's remote western frontier with
enthusiastic believers preparing for
the largest gathering of Uyghur adult
Christians anyone could remember,
more than 200. In the midst of mas-

sive unemployment and great need

we saw the unfold-
ing of the reality of
God at work:
among the new nations of Central
the Turkic

people...among Muslims.

Asia...among

But this freedom to share the
Gospel may not last. The very fac-
tors that helped open the gateway
may close it. Nationalistic fervor
mixed with religious fundamentalism
could close the door to Christianity
branded as a foreign faith. It hap-
pened before. In a museum near
Tokmok, close to the Kyrgystan bor-
der with China, we were reminded

that a million people along the Silk

Road came to Christ during the
Nestorian advance. Not since the
14th century has there been such an
opportunity to share the Gospel.
Jesus said: "As long as it is day, we
must do the work of him who sent
me. Night is coming, when no one
can work" (John 9:4). Please pray
accordingly.

That all may hear!

The 35/45 Tuki mdow
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With the inspirational motiva-
tion of Dr Thomas Wang, the Hima-
layan AD2000 movement was born
in the hearts of Nepali and Indian
leaders in 1996, following the historic
HIM-COE ’96 (Himalayan Con-
gress of Evangelism) held at the foot
of the Eastern Himalayas. An ex-

ecutive body of all national leaders

Cinb\ﬂ’erm atHIM-COE %(rnceﬁngswerehebintems)
was formed.under the chairmanship

of Rev. Adon Rongong (all servicing
voluntarily), and regional coordinators
emerged to carry to the grass roots
the vision of working in unity to take
the Gospel to every person and
among every people of the
Himalayas. During the following

three years surveys on the status of
the church and evangelism were car-
ried out, and inter-denominational pas-
tors and leaders conferences were
held in several regions. This has re-
sulted in more localized movements,
such as Sikkim AD2000 (between
Nepal, Tibet and Bhutan), and
Jalpaiguri-Cooch Behar AD2000
(between Bhutan and Bangladesh).

In the former Buddhist king-
dom of Sikkim (absorbed as a state
of India in 1975), a former terrorist
‘captured’ by the Gospel initiated
SIK-COE ’97, bringing the pastors
and leaders of this mountain kingdom
together for the first time. As re-
sults of the preceding survey were
presented, the Spirit of God moved
on every person present. They rose
in mass to sign, or stamp with their
finger-prints (many are illiterate) an
enlarged map of Sikkim, signifying
their commitment to take the Gospel
to all the unreached remote villages
of their country. The inter-church
Sikkim AD2000 movement was
born. Feet were put to the vision by

111 Sikkimese young people (from
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16-50 years of age, male and female)
who gave a month of their time and
energy in the Sikkim Winter Gospel
Trekking project last year, resulting
in over 600 decisions for Christ.
During 1998 training programs for
evangelists and church-planters, and
for new believers, took place, and in
1999 a follow-up church-planting pro-
gram was started. More than 20 new
“church-planting missionaries have al-
ready been sent out
to the remote hills
and valleys of
Sikkim.

The plains of
Jalpaiguri and
Cooch Behar dis-
tricts of W. Bengal,
sandwiched be-
tween the exotic Hi-
malayan Buddhist
kingdom of Bhutan
and the low-lying
deltas of
Bangaldesh, are

little known to the outside world,
largely undeveloped, poverty stricken,
and severely neglected by modern
missions, except as a staging ground
for Bhutan. Yet its people are yearned
after by God. Following JC-COE ear-
lier this year, the leaders of the widely
scattered small churches of the re-
gion left imbued with a new hope that
God wants to and can use them to
reach the millions of unreached
people they live in the midst of. A
new-found unity of purpose and the

JC-AD2000 movement is empower-
ing them to make plans for a coop-
erative saturation evangelism pro-
gram during 2000, particularly target-
ing the 3 million Rajbhansi people in
their districts, among whom there is
only a handful of Christians. They
also continue to reach out to the
Bhutanese across their northern bor-

der, and the Nepali Bhutanese refu-

gees in their midst.

from cightregionsmade plansto evangelize their regions

In 1998 Rev Wang returned to
the Himalayan region as special guest
for HIM-COE °98, this time held in
the famous hill-town of Darjeeling.
A new theme came forth, moving
from evangelism of one’s own
people, to taking on a vision for mis-
sion. Delegates included a Nepali
missionary in Taiwan, and Nepali
pastors/evangelists from Myanmar
(Burma) and Singapore, who gave
testimony of what God is doing

among Nepalis around the world.
The converted skating rink meeting
hall resounded with the cry of “Hi-
malayan people, missionary people!”
as the congress concluded. The vi-
sion was carried on into Sikkim at the
second SIK-COE ’99 where the ral-
lying cry was more personalized,
“Sikkimese' people, missionary
people!” and the challenge was pre-
sented for Sikkim churches to be the
staging ground
for the Gospel
going into the still
closed neighbor-
ing lands of
Bhutan and Ti-
bet.

Hima-
layan Ministries/
HM (partially
supported by
GCCI) has pro-
vided adminis-

trative and re-
search assis-
tance for Hima-
layan AD2000 and its regional ac-
tivities. Prayer and worship semi-
nars and further pastors and leaders
inter-church conferences have been
held in Nepal, Delhi, Kalimpong and
Pedong in the Eastern Himals, and
Shillong in NE India. A survey of
Nepalis in urban areas of India has
revealed the need for pastors/lead-
ers of young newly emerged Nepali
congregations, and for evangelists
among the tens of thousands Nepali

migrants as yet unreached in the
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sprawling metropolises of India. A
cry for help has gone out to minister
to the over 100,000 young Nepali girls
trapped in the brothels of India, many
kidnapped, and some even sold from
their homes in Nepal. What of the
hundreds of innocent children being
orphaned by mothers dying of AIDS,
many born HIV positive? —

Ministry has also extended
among Gurkhalis (ethnic Nepalis)
settled in Myanmar (Burma). HM

has facilitated four trips into
Myanmar since 1993 among local
Gurkhalis, the last three trips accom-
panied by Nepali mission teams from
Nepal. During the March 1997 trip
the Myanmar Gurkhali Christian
Leaders’ Fellowship (MGCF) was
formed. HM was requested by Bap-
tist leaders to co-ordinate and be the
main link with Nepali churches for
the development of Gurkhali minis-
try throughout Myanmar. Delegates
were helped to attend HIM-COE
’98, who carried the vision back to

Myanmar. Over Christmas 1998 a
second Myanmar-wide Gurkhali
Christian conference was held in
Myitkyina, near the China border, and
plans for several follow-up trainings
and events were made by MGCF in
partnership with HM into the year
2000.

The more work is done, the
more needs emerge. The churches
of the Himalayas are crying out for
partners — individuals, churches and

Christian organizations. Those who

will join hands and stand with them
not only in word, but in deed. Those
who will pray, informatively and as
led by the Spirit. Those who will give
of their time and expertise, and their
resources. ‘Those willing to say,

“Here am I Lord, send me.”

FUNDING NEEDS FOR HIMA-
LAYAN AD2000 Events:

Budget supplements are urgently
needed for each of the following re-

gional Pastor/leaders conferences,
and other events, all grass roots out-
working of HIM-COE ‘98. (Each
fegion is responsible to locally raise
at least 1/3 of their total budget for
each event/program.)

1. NEI-COE (NorthEast) in
Assam, December 1999, special
guest Dr Thomas Wang. This is the
first attempt to assess the needs of
the more than 4 million Nepalis in the
7 states of this region, and to present
them with the challenge of reaching
the unreached. Estimated supple-
ment needed: $17,000.

Z JC Pastors Conference
(Jalpaiguri-Cooch Behar), Nov. 1999,
special guest Dr. John Richard, for
about 300 pastors and leaders of this
neglected area. Budget supplement
needed: $2,100.

3.  HIMALAYAN JOSHUA
MEET, 8-12 January 2000, drawing -
together 3000 young people from
across the Himalayan region with a
challenge for missions in the 21st
century. Supplement needed:
$38,000.

4.  WEST SIKKIM GOSPEL
TREKKING, January 2000. Mobi-
lizing 60 Sikkimese young people in
2 weeks of saturation evangelism
among 100,000 people of West
Sikkim. Supplement needed: $2000.
5. GANGTOK “Festival of
Peace”, February 2000. The first
open-air crusade to be held in the
capital of this Buddhist kingdom, ex-
pecting 10,000. 1/3 of the budget is
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being raised locally, and all literature
needs provided from Nepali and In-
dian sources; supplement needed:
US$12,500.
6. Nearly $6000 is still needed for
the Jalpaiguri-Cooch Behar Outreach
Program 1999-2000, mobilizing local
churches in saturation evangelism of
their region to reach the more than 2
million unreached local Rajbansi
tribals.
7 NWI-COE (North &
NorthWest), in Uttar Pradesh, 2000.
The least reached region of India, but
where there is a movement among
immigrant Nepalis. Estimated
supplement needed: US$5000.
TOTAL: US$82,600

FUNDING NEEDS FOR
MYANMAR MISSION OUT-
REACH PROGRAMS TO
GURKHALIS:

1. Gurkhali Evangelism Program
1999-2000, two teams of local
Gurkhali Christian volunteers to sys-
tematically cover all Nepali-popu-
lated areas of Myanmar, preceded by
5-day evangelism training conducted
by an experienced Nepali trainer
from Nepal. Local expenses for the
training program are pledged to be
provided by local Gurkhali Christians.
About $2500 is needed for a Nepali
trainer’s T&S going from Nepal,
evangelistic materials which must be
supplied from Nepal or printed in

Myanmar, and travel subsidy for

Gurkhali evangelistic teams.

2 Gurkhali Leadership and Lit-
eracy Trainers’ Training, led by a
team of two trainers from Nepal in
Myanmar for 3 months. Myanmar
local churches will provide training
venue and expenses. Churches in
Nepal will seek to pay international
travel expenses of one trainer. Sub-
sidy of about $2000 is needed to pay
international travel of a second trainer
from Nepal, domestic T&S, and for
training materials to be provided from
Nepal.

3. Ist Gurkhali Christian
Women’s Conference, in Pyin Oo
Lwin (Maymyo), October. 1999, with
two women’s leaders from Nepal as
guest speakers. All accommodation
and food provided locally, and travel
for the Nepali speakers pledged by a
Nepali church in Kathmandu. Sub-
sidy is needed of $1000 for local del-
egates travel expenses and Nepali
guest speakers land expenses and vi-
sas.

4. 1st Gurkhali Youth Camp, Pyin
Oo Lwin, October 2000, with guest
speakers/mis-
sion team from
Nepal. Local
expenses being
provided within
Myanmar. Es-
timated sub-
sidy needed:
US$1500.

5. Scholar-
ship for Theo-

logical Education of Jesu Das Limbu
(BD) and wife (BRE), selected by
MGCEF to serve the growing Gurkhali
Christian community in Myanmar.
They have already been accepted
and started their studies at a re-
spected theological institute in
Yangon, but funding is urgently
needed. Budget for their 3-year pro-
gram, including living expenses, is
$4500. Nepali churches will spon-
sor them during practical experience
time in Nepal, following completion
of their degrees.

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The new Karamojong-language edition of the
JESUS Film already has been instrumental in
nearly 35,000 decisions for Christ among this
Ugandan tribe. It also marked the 500th trans-
lation since the film debuted in the US in 1979.
20 more translations should be done shortly and
215 are in process. More than 2 billion have
viewed the film in 230 nations and territories.
With issues on DVD disks in languages such as
English, French, Spanish, Mandarin and Arabic
and capability of sub-titles for additional lan-
guages as well as interface with the Internet, it

is now even more powerful evangelistic tool.

More than 50 Christian centers have been bull-
dozed in the past five years in Sudan by the
Muslim government. The authorities claimed
that they are razed as they are in the path of
planned roads. But the churches have not been
able to secure the permits needed to rebuild.
During the past 16 years, Christians have been
persecuted as the government tries to impose
Islamic law on them. Some officials even admit
that atrocities or mistakes are being committed

and that it will take time to correct.

Church planting in Germany has reported sig-
nificant progress: 800 new evangelical churches
planted from 1988 to 1993. The Association of
Free Churches (Baptists, Methodists, Free
Evangelicals, and others) planted 228 new churches
from 1992 to 1995. 41 new churches planted by
the Association of Free Evangelical Churches from
1993 to 1997. <World Pulse, 9/3/99>

Vietnamese government exerts tight control
on Christian activities. House churches are illegal
and leaders often imprisoned. Yet inside houses
dotting the countryside and looking no different
than other homes, believers pray, worship and
study the Bible. Through these “prayer houses”
led by local ‘partners’ nearly 700 are coming to
Christ each month. <Partners, Summer/99>

War-torn Chechnya now has only a handful
of known believers left. A brutal policy of “cvan-
gelical cleansing” by radical Islamic gangs has
forced almost all of the 200 Christians in the
nation to flee from a rash of kidnappings and
brutal murders into southern Russia in the last
nine months. <World Pulse, 9/3/99>

Recently world population has reached six
billion. In 1900, 34.5% of the world’s population of
1.6 billion claimed to be Christian. By 2000, there
will be 2 billion Christians but only 33.4% of world
population. Meanwhile, Islam has increased from
12.4% in 1900 to 18.5% by 2000, and the nonreli-
gious from 0.2% to 16%.

Until 1992, Church in Venezuela was among
the slowest growing in all Latin America. Now
it is one of the fastest. In six years, number of
churches grew from 4,900 to 11,489, member-
ship doubled to 1.2 million.

There are 200 women prayer intercessors, all
from a poor background, in Goiania, Brazil,
near the capital city with 1.2 million people and
2000 churches. Each Saturday morning after a

September 15, 1999, a gunman charged into a See
You At The Pole prayer rally in a Forth Worth,
Texas, USA church, killed 7 people and wounded
7 others while shouting obscenities at the South-
ern Baptist Church. Earlier, students were shot
at momning prayer in Jonesboro, Kentucky and
gunmen killed students in a Columbine, Colo-
rado school among them a girl after confessing
to believe in God. Yet the day after the Fort Worth
shooting, more students gather at flagpoles across

For six years several agencies have passed out
New Testaments, videos, audiocassettes and
children’s books to an estimated 800,000 visit-
ing North Africans who pass through ten gate-
way ports in southern Europe. On some days
as many as 20% of those hearing the gospel
thtough personal conversation, pray to become
Christians. Here God is preparing hearts of
people from a land considered impenetrable, as
He has done nowhere else in the Arab World.

The nation of Singapore has the highest mis-
sionary sending rate per capita in the world,
with one missionary per 1,000 church mem-
bers. 57 churches in Singapore already have
adopted an unreached people group focusing

Suffering from long years of war and natural
weather of extremes of flood and drought,
Mozambique is one of the poorest nations in
the world. Its churches also remain divided and
many of the 16 million people are still bound by
witchcraft. But recently, close to 300 church
leaders gathered in three regional mission con-
sultations to unite under the banner of
‘Mozambique for Christ’. Participants shared
and repented of their sins of division bringing
healing among them. Six working groups were
formed for prayer mobilization, research, train-
ing, communication, strategy development, etc.

Tibetan Buddhism, with its mysticism and
occultism, is the ultimate for those on the New
Age path.

Uzbekistan courts have delivered stiff verdicts
in four known cases against Christians this past
summer.

In addition, some
church properties were confiscated. Some
churches were harassed by authorities, denied
official registration, or denied legal recognition
even with official registration.

Mexico City, the largest metropolitan center
in the world with 26 million people, has experi-
enced a growth of churches into its unreached
neighborhoods. It started with a movement to
set up 10,000 evangelical Bible study groups in
homes by AD2000. The goal is right on target and
it may be exceeded. In 12 years the number of
churches grew from 896 to 2,150. The cell group
concept allows the churches to be very creative.
They now have churches in restaurants, garages,
homes, theatres, etc. And they are reaching all
levels of society, from the poorest of the poor to

Since the crumbling of Soviet Union, a great
opportunity has opened to reach the 145 mil-
lion mostly Muslim peoples in the “35/45
Turkic Window”, between 35 and 45 degrees
latitude north from Skopje, Macedonia to
Urumchi, China. Amidst dramatic/volatile
changes, the land is in a spiritual vacuum with
people open to the gospel, as evidenced by meet-
ings of 5,000 Christians in Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan
and 200 in Uyghur, China.
