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Introduction:

The explosive church growth in
South Korea since the Korean War in
1950 has been well recognized by many
Christians around the world. God has
certainly blessed the Korean Church
with a tremendous numerical growth
since Protestant missions started in
Korea 116 years ago. Many Christians
from other lands have visited Korea,
observed the Korean Church, and
expressed their positive remarks on
daily early dawn prayer meetings,
prayer mountains, weekly all-night
prayer meetings, mega-churches such
as Rev. David Young Ki Cho’s Full
Gospel Central Church in Yuido,
hundreds of red crosses at the top of
the church buildings lighting up Seoul,
six new churches starting every day in
the mid-70s, and over 8,200 Korean
missionaries working overseas.

I have been asked by many
non-Korean friends about the reasons
for the “wildfire” church growth in
Korea; therefore, Dr. Marlin Nelson,
a veteran missionary in Korea and I
produced a book, Korean Church
Growth Explosion (Seoul: Word of
Life Press, 1965). Many spiritual and
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historical factors have contributed to

this rapid growth of the Korean
Church, and the faithful stewardship
of so many Korean Christians has
certainly provided a very significant
factor for the numerical growth of the
church. There are today approxi-
mately 12 million Protestant Chris-
tians (25% of the population) with
40,000 churches and 2.3 million Ro-
man Catholics (5§%) in South Korea.
The Korean Church has been
known for her stress on Christian
stewardship and tithing. Where did the
Korean Christians get this spiritual
inheritance? There are a number of
reasons behind the faithful steward-
ship of many Christians in Korea.

1. Nevius principles of
sel f-support

Dr. John L Nevius, a veteran
missionary of 25 years in China un-
der the Presbyterian Church, USA,
visited Korea from Chefoo, China in
June, 1890 for two weeks at the
invitation of Dr. Horace Underwood,
who was one of the first missionaries
to Korea. Dr. Nevius was a very well

known figure in the missionary circles

for his book, Methods of Mission
Work. He introduced a very impor-
tant concept “the Nevius Method of
Missions” which promotes the
indigenous principles of self-support,
self-propagation, and self-govern-
ment. Dr. Charles A. Clark in his
book, 4 History of the Church in
Korea, mentions ten Nevius prin-
ciples of missions including “the
self-support” section:
Self-support, with all chapels pro-
vided by the believers; each
group, as soon as founded,
beginning to pay toward the cir-
cuit helper’s salary; even no
schools to receive but partial
subsidy, and that only when be-
ing founded; no pastors of single
churches provided by foreign
funds.!

Therefore, the early pioneer
missionaries in Korea taught this
self-supporting principle to Korean
church leaders, and the Korean
pastors have applied this principle to
their congregations. The Korean
Church owes much to Rev. Nevius for
the challenge of stewardship and
tithing which has been practiced

among the believers.
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2. Pastors preaching and
teaching on tithing

Pastors in Korea often preach
on tithing and Christian stewardship
from their pulpits. Each church pro-
vides envelopes to its members for
their offerings. The Sunday service
bulletin includes the names of those
who gave their offerings under dif-
ferent categories: tithing, thanksgiv-
ing offering, missions offering, church
building offering, offering for North
Korea, etc. The pastor’s name is of-
ten listed at the beginning of the tith-
ing section. After the Sunday morn-
ing offering is collected, the pastor
holds many envelopes in his hands and
prays for individuals by names who
gave different kinds of thanksgiving
offerings for birthday, physical
healing, entrance to college,
husband’s new job, moving house,
newlyweds, etc.

Rev. Cho-Joon Park, Senior
Pastor of Young Nak Presbyterian
Church which is the largest Presby-
terian church in Korea with 50,000
members, told me once in mid 80s
when I asked him how many people
in his churcii give tithes to the church.
His answer was approximately one
third of his membership. This was the
reason why his church was able to
start scores of new churches in the
country sides, to support many
missionaries, and to help many Chris-
tian social organizations.

Here is a report of one Sun-
day offerings (August 20, 2000) of a

typical Korean church in Honolulu,
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Hawaii which has over 600 members.
The names of the givers (not the
amounts) are listed in the church
bulletin: regular Sunday offering (265
people), tithing (75), thanksgiving of-
fering (85), missions (15), offering for
North Korea (13), and church build-
ing offering (62). The amount of the
offerings was also listed according to

different categories: ?

Sunday offering: $2,823.00
Sunday evening offering: $2,112.60
Tithing; $5,306.00
Other offerings: $ 673.00
Thanksgiving: $6,195.00
English service: $2,632.22
Special offering: $ 593.00
Anonymous offering:  § 921.68
Church building: $2,198.00
Offering for N. Korea: § 255.00
Total: $18,965.88

The Korean pastor plays the
key role to encourage his church
members to give their tithes and of-
ferings to the church. This is why the
local church in Korea has money to

do various ministries for the Lord.

3. Annual revival meeting

for spiritual renewal
“Show me your checkbook,

and I can tell your spiritual

’

temperature,” said a preacher.
Most Korean churches conduct
annual revival meetings with
well-known pastors or
evangelists. The average revival
meeting lasts for 3 or 4 days

from Friday to Sunday during

which the visiting evangelist con-
ducts the early dawn prayer
meeting at 5:00 AM, morning
Bible studies, and evening
meetings.

The senior pastor prepares
his congregation through prayer
meetings (special early dawn
prayer meetings, Friday evening
all night prayer meetings) and
special church choir practices for
the revival meetings at least for
a month prior to the revival
meetings. All church members
are encouraged to attend all
meetings.
the revival
meetings, the pastor often asks

During

his congregation to pray for one
or two areas of financial need of
the church such as the church
building construction and missions
projects. He collects special of-
ferings and encourages them to
make their financial pledge for
the coming year.

My own church, Choong
Hyun Presbyterian Church in
Seoul, which has about 25,000
members and conducts six wor-
ship services each Sunday has a
special offering collecting room
on the second floor of the main
sanctuary. There are different
signs on the counters with these
words: Tithing, Thanksgiving
offering, Missions offering,
Church building offering, etc.
Many church members give their
offering envelopes at these
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counters before they go into the

sanctuary for worship.

4. Special project offerings
for missions, orphanages,
and hospitals

There is a saying in Korea,
“the husband makes money, but his
wife holds the strings of the family
purse; therefore, if you want to
raise money for your missionary
work, don’t go to men but to women
of the church.” The church orga-
nizes different home and foreign
missions groups for its members and
encourages the members to join one
of the groups. Many female mem-
bers belong to these groups. They
meet during the weekdays, pray for
their projects and make their finan-
cial contributions. Many church
members want to give their tithes
and offerings to specific
evangelistic, mission, and social
projects rather than to a general
offering. It is interesting to notice
that most offering does not come
from rich Christians but from ordi-
nary faithful Christian.

5. Rapid economic development
in South Korea

South Korea has experienced
a rapid economic growth for the last
three decades, especially after the
end of the Vietnam War in 1975. The
GNP in 1975 was $594 but increased
to $10,307 in 1997. Therefore, Chris-
tians began to have money and were

able to give more to the church. In
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1998 South Korea faced a national
economiic crisis known as “the IMF
crisis,” and more than 2 million
people lost their jobs as thousands
of factories were closed down due
to the devaluation of Korean
currency by 230%. During the IMF
crisis in Korea the amount of
church offerings dropped by 20%
in general, but this financial diffi-
culty lasted only a little more than a
year. In 1998 the amount of offer-
ings collected by more than 40,000
Protestant churches in South Korea
was $5 billion.* The Korean
economy will continue to improve
in the future; nevertheless, there is
no guarantee that the amount of
Christian offerings will continue to
increase, because it depends on the
faithful stewardship of Korean

Christians in the future.

6. Sacrificial giving to
the Lord

There are many tithing Chris-
tians in Korea. My father was one of
them. During the Korean War (1950-
53) our two-story house in Seoul was
completely bumed down by the North
Korean communist soldiers, and we
were going through literal starvation
during the communists’ rule in Seoul
for three months. Our family mem-
bers became refugees in Pusan for
two years where my father died at
the end of 1951 due to malnutrition
and sickness. However, three years
before his death in 1948, my father

wrote down his desires to his chil-

dren in his Bible asking them to do
three things after his death:
1) Read every day one chapter in
the Old Testament and another
chapter in the New Testament.
2) Give your tithe to the church to
support the work of the Lord.
3) Erect a church at his birth
place in North Korea (north of
Pyong Yang, the capital city of
North Korea). (He wrote down
the address of his birth place.)

Our parents have four sons
and two daughters. As the fourth
son of my father I have tried to keep
the desires written in his Bible, as
many other Korean children have
done. It is not uncommon that some
Christians give their wedding rings,
hair gold pins, watches, and other
precious items into the offering box.
A few dedicated Christians even sell
their houses and give that money to
the church for the construction of a
new sanctuary. When Dr. David
Kim, Pastor of Hallelujah Church in
Seoul challenged his members for
the completion of their new church
building, a couple of families donated
their condominiums to the church.
It is certainly amazing to watch
what God is doing among Korean
Christians.

Conclusion:

God has blessed the Korean
Church with His spiritual and mate-
rial blessings. However, in recent

years, there have been increasing
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voices of criticism against the use
of the Lord’s money by some
Christians within the church and
non-Christians outside the church.
Korean church leaders must be
more careful and prayerful on
the handling of tithes and of-
ferings of God’s people by
spending more for missions
and Christian social concern
ministries instead of spending
a large sum of money for
mega-church buildings, church
graveyards, and other unneces-
sary items of the church.

~ We are reminded once again
with the words of Jesus in the Ser-
mon on the Mount: “But seek first his
kingdom and his righteousness, and
all these things will be given to you
as well. Therefore, do not worry
about tomorrow, for tomorrow will
worry about itself. Each day has
enough trouble of its own.” (Matthew
6:33)

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GIVING

I belong to a third generation
family business in Brunei. My grand-
father Ong Boon Pang migrated to
Brunei in 1901 from Fujien Province,
China. Both he and my father Ong
Kim Kee were philanthropists and
active supporters of charitable causes
within the local community especially
in the area of education as well as
foreign mission work. Our family
was also privileged to play host to
Christian workers and missionaries
when they visited Brunei. As a child
I was brought up with the view that
giving towards various causes was
our responsibility in that we had been
blessed materially, and this was part
of the role we played in society.

In recent years as I helped ad-
minister the family’s charity and gos-
pel funds, and work through issues
of tithing at the personal level, I am
increasingly convinced that giving is
an active and integral part of being
obedient to God and serving Him in
the position He has placed me. As 1
read the Scriptures and develop
friendships with various Christian
workers and ministers, He has taught
me the grace and joy of giving.
Whereas previously giving to me was
more of a duty and routine: fulfilling
the legacy of my forefathers; now, it
has more to do with catching the vi-
sion of missions and responding to
“needs” as they arise.

[ feel privileged that Dr. Tho-
mas Wang recently invited me to con-

tribute this article on giving, so I would
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now share certain insights which I
hope would be a source of encour-

agement to others.

Giving as Stewardship and
Act of Grace

The first reflection is that in
giving there are no hard and fast rules.
In the old Testament, although you
read about Tithes and offerings, in the
New Testament we are told that giv-
ing is bound up with God’s grace and
mercy.

The underlying principle is that
in a sense, all that we have, our
property, wealth, and ability is from
God and comes from God’s goodness
and providence, and so we need to
be faithful stewards of those
resources. We are under grace when
we give.

Although we are told we should
give proportionately to our wealth or
income, whether 10% or more, in a
sense this is overridden by God’s
emphasis on the state of our hearts
when we give. He looks at and
knows our motives, and he wants us

to give in a spirit of generosity and
cheerfulness.

Earlier | mentioned there are
no hard and fast rules. I believe we
should learn to give with grateful and
generous hearts as the Spirit leads us.
I believe prayer is an important part
of the process where we need to dis-
cern what requires attention and
assistance. We have to be on the
lookout for wrong motives in giving

such as:

® the desire to be recognized
and praised
® prudging sense of duty

This is where we need to
prayerfully and humbly commit this
area to God and rely on his gift of
grace and compassion to lead us.

Moreover in giving, this is very
much a private matter between us
and God. It is not for us to compare
and judge whether others have given
less than their means or not doing their
part.

Part of the process of giving is
related to our spiritual need to be con-
tented and to trust in His Goodness
(Philippians 4:12, 19). God wants us
to be thankful and appreciate what

He has bestowed on us materially.
At the same time, certain parts of our
lifestyle may be unnecessary and this
may be better spent in contributing to

the more pressing needs of others.

Giving as Meeting
Needs of Others

The second reflection is that

giving is to be channelled to needs as
they may arise or come our way. We
are not talking only about the needs
of ministry, or of proclaiming the Gos-
pel and fulfilling the great commis-
sion but also meeting the needs of our
neighbour : the poor and less
fortunate. Of course the needs we
know of are limitless and it is impos-
sible to fully meet all of them but I
believe we have a role to play in con-

tributing to these needs however
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small. God’s purposes and ways are
infinitely greater than our ways
(saiah 55:8 & 9), and there is a pur-
pose behind where we are.

I used to have the notion that I
could serve God better in say, a more
“full time” ministry but was reminded
that there may be a reason that I have
been called as a businessman who
serves through providing financial
support for others.

As He leads me to submit to
Him in this arca of serving, I have
discovered new and creative oppor-
tunities to serve besides providing fi-
nancial support. One of the more
exciting opportunities was being able
to work closely with Operation Mo-
bilization (OM) when their
“DOULOS” ship docked in Brunei
for the first time in December last

year.

Giving as Partnership in

Ministry and Mission

The third reflection is that we
are called into partnership with “full
time” workers in the ministry. Itisa
partnership based on the unity of our
faith in Christ. It is a partnership
based on mutual care and concern as
well as the concept of our spiritual
gifts Romans 12:6-8). Full time
church workers and missionaries at
the frontiers of mission fields need not
only prayer support but definitely
financial support as well. One of their
biggest stumbling blocks or source of
discouragement is that despite their

vision and plans, they often struggle
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to implement these due to lack or
uncertainty in funding.

If God has entrusted us to be
senders or given us the opportunity
to support, I believe certain principles
should apply.

® We should give systematically
and regularly

@ We are to give generously
and with liberality, even if it
exceeds our perceived means

® We are to give in faith

The other aspect is that inso-
far as we have been specifically
blessed and enriched in our relation-
ship and fellowship with the Chris-
tian ministries, full time workers
and missionaries, I believe it is our
duty and responsibility to give.(2
Corinthians 8:14, 9:12). This is espe-
cially so when I see how much they
and their families have sacrificed in
terms of material comforts and
worldly success, for the sake of the
Gospel.

We as senders should catch the
vision and urgency of missions. The
needs of spreading the Gospel is lim-
itless because it starts from our home,
the community where we live and
extends to the “uttermost ends of the
earth.” Given the multiple and often
“competing” needs, we need wisdom
and discernment and above all sensi-
tivity towards the prompting of the
Holy Spirit as needs are brought up
to our attention through people or
situations.

Sometimes it is easy to delay

giving because we feel that whatever
we give is too little, and will not make
a difference to the needs at hand. But
I believe God wants all of us, accord-
ing to our means and willingness to
give and participate as partners and
“senders” in the building of His King-
dom on earth. I have had the privi-
lege of developing relationships with
many diverse servants of God serv-
ing in different ministries ranging from
Evangelism within China to Bible
Translation to Missionary Work within
the more remote parts of Africa and
to the “DOULOS” ministry. Each
of them is serving God faithfully and
powerfully and it is a privilege and
joy to hear how Gods’ plan is unfold-
ing through their lives and work.
Another point is that too often
we give with strings attached. But if
we follow the principle of steward-
ship that what we give strictly be-
longs to God, then how the funds are
spent is outside our concern. Of
course, we as “givers” or “senders”
can propose and suggest ways in
which funding can be more effec-
tively administered but ultimately the
issue of accountability is not unto us
but unto God alone. There are times
when we may “question” the
organisations or individuals as to how
the resources they received are
deployed. Be that as it may, at some
point the issue of whether resources
have been efficiently deployed is a
matter for God alone. His ways and
purposes are infinitely greater than
ours so that often the results are not
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measurable in the way we are ac-
customed to see “fruits” of mission-
ary work.

Moreover, if we give in humil-
ity and out of genuine concern, we
will be a source of encouragement to
the Christian workers and a testimony
to others.

Giving does not mean We

should be Senders only
The fourth reflection is that if

as givers we are “senders” and
“supporters”; in carrying out the Great
Commission, we should when there
is opportunity be “goers” as well. I
am referring to going on short term
mission trips and getting involved in
fieldwork. This is a sure way of deep-
ening one’s faith and enriching one’s
passion for the work, as we see first-
hand the needs of the mission field.
Last October, I went on my
first short term trip to the unlikely
place of Ukraine with a missionary
pastor friend, Dr Peter Tow and Dr
Tan Wai Choon. Coming into direct
and first hand contact with the local
Ukrainians in different situations in-
cluding ministering to them in home
cells was an eye opener. When you
have personal contact across cultures
and see needs of spiritual hunger and
material deprivation, it instils in one
the urgency of Isaiah’s impassioned
call in\saiah 61:1-3. It evokes the
need to be like Christ, to have a heart
of compassion that reaches out to
the “poor”, the “broken hearted” and
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the “lost” and doing something about
it; and that despite the differences in
language and cultures, we are part
of the same humanity that God
wants to restore to Himself. It also
prompted me to re-evaluate my
comfortable lifestyle and
complacency, that the Christian life
is much more than being active
within the local Church : it must be
about evangelism, missions and
reaching out to others.

Giving as Part of Our Total
Submission to Christ

The last reflection is that giv-
ing 1s bound up with our walk with
Christ, and our submission to him as
Lord of our lives. As we surrender
our lives to him, He wants to trans-
form our innermost values, as well
as for us to release control over the
things that matter to us. He wants
to challenge us in our lifestyle and in
our spending patterns. I have to
admit that there were times when it
hasbeena struggle to give especially
to people and causes remote and re-
moved from my own situation. But
as I place my trust in Him, in His
goodness and providence, He too
leads me in giving not only in terms
of money butalso time, energies and
abilities.

Conclusion

In concluding, if we have ex-
perienced God’s goodness and
grace, then it is our privilege and joy
to give to those needs (gospel/
social) that we face. Anditisin giv-
ing that we are blessed. I still do not
know how to describe this state of
blessedness, but I think it has some-
thing to do with finding joy and con-
tentment in being a channel of sup-
port and encouragement to others
and playing a part in the extension
of His Kingdom on earth. Iam also
thankful that my wife and family
members have been understanding
and supportive in the area of giving.

I will end with one of my
favourite verses which means to me
that giving is possible only by God’s
grace and that all glory belongs to

Himalone.

2 Corinthians 9:8

“dAnd God is able to make all
grace abound toward you, that
you always have all sufficiency in
all things, may have an abundance

for every good work.”

In order to better serve our mission fields in
Asia/ Pacific area, the senior staff of the Great Com-
mission Center International, after much prayer and
discussion, and the consensus of the International
Board, have decided to move GCCI’s Home Office
to California Bay area in early summer of this year.
Several locations had been considered, such as Seattle,
California Bay area and Los Angeles. The final deci-
sion falls on the South Bay of California Area, near
San Jose.

Your prayers for the process of selling the present
property in Dallas and the selecting of suitable prop-
erty in San Jose area are much appreciated.
