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INTRODUCTION

The Pacific Ocean, is the larg-
est geographical feature on earth,
largef than all the land areas of the
world combined.. It is 16,000km wide
and covers one third of the world’s
surface.

The total land area of all the
24 countries of the Pacific is 6.3% of
the land surface of the world. There
are more than 24,000 islands scattered
over an awesome 88 million sgkm of
ocean, some no larger than a subur-

ban back yard.
The Pacific is divided into
three main island groups : Polynesia

(many islands) and Melanesia(black
islands) which mostly lie below the
equator and Micronesia(small islands)
above it. The majority of indigenous
inhabitants are in Papua New Guinea,
Solomon Islands, New Caledonia,
Vanuatu and Fiji.

THE MELANESEAN ISLANDS
There are 5 nations that make
up the ‘islands of
Melanesia. They are
Papua New Guinea, Fiji,
Solomon Islands, New
Caledonia and Vanuatu.

The work of Every
Home began in Fiji in
1984 with a vision and
passion to light the fire of

the gospel in the hearts of people from
home to home. Out of this ministry a
church was born which is now called
Christian Mission Fellowship of Fiji.
It is not the intention nor the vision of
Every Home to start a church in a
nation but because of the
misconception by local church
leaders, many people whose lives
were impacted by the work of Every
Home were ostracised from their
churches and alienated. There was
no where that these people can go to
so it was inevitable to start a church
which now has a total membership
of more than 30,000 Fiji-wide.
Every Home Fiji for the past
few years and even now has also sent
out missionaries to other Pacific Island
nations to co-ordinate Every Home
outreaches in nations like PNG,
Solomon Islands, Nauru, Kiribati,
Niue, FSM, Palau, Northern
Marianas, Vanuatu and Cook Islands.
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A total of 30 missionaries have been
sent out from Fiji for this purpose.

A UINEA

Every Home for Christ began
in PNG in.1990. PNG has a total
population of about 6 million as of
today and the ministry is now active
in all the 20 provinces of the nation.

Because of the physical nature
of the country and the number of
languages available, Every Home
outreach is a big challenge. The vision
of Every Home is to take the gospel
to every home and in a nation like
PNG this is a huge challenge because
it involves a lot of walking along
valleys, over the mountains, through
the swamps and even swimming
across crocodile-infested rivers and
sailing across rough seas. At all cost
the gospel has to reach every home.

The ministry has been received
with open arms by many churches
who we are now working with very
closely to mobilise their members for
outreach.

Out of the 20 provinces, 8
provinces have already been reached
and we are now concentrating our
efforts and resources on reaching the
remaining 12 provinces, some of
which only have one or 2 districts to
be completed.

In November 2000, I was in
PNG to attend a one week mission
convention whereby we were able to
hear reports and testimonies of what

God is doing in the mission fields of
PNG. It was really heart moving and
touching to see those young men as
they begin to testify of the hardships
they face and the way God intervened
in their midst. I was blessed especially
on the last night where I was able to
commission more than 200 young
people whom we have made a
covenant together that they won’t
rest until the last home in PNG is
reached. We are believing God that
by December, 2001 we will have a

big celebration to declare the nation

to the first 32 students to graduate
from that school. All these students
are now directly involved in leading
teams assigned for different provinces
in the nation.

More than 1,000,000 literatures
have been distributed yielding a
response of 30,000 souls.

SOLOMON ISLANDS

Our ministry in the Solomon
Islands began in 1993 under the
directorship of James Fefera. The
ministry in the Solomon Islands

Nothing is impossible with God.

We also have a Bible School
established-on a piece of land donated
by a landowner whose life has been
transformed by the gospel through the
ministry of Every Home. I was also
privileged to give out the certificates

The Solomon Islands people praising
God in their traditional costumes
during a celebration in Fiji
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worked in partnership with the South
Seas Evangelical Church which is one
of the mainline churches there. The
gospel distribution campaign was well
received and the ministry had a
nation-wide impact and renown.

Since the ministry began we
have distributed in the Solomon
Islands 110,689 gospel literatures
covering 55,344 homes in the nation.
This is 73% of the total number of
homes to be covered. We are left with
27% of the homes yet to be reached.

One of the unique things about
the ministry in the Solomons was the
ministry to a tribal group in the interior
of Malaita called Kwaio. Even the
government of the Solomon Islands
had ignored these people because of
their aggressive character. Some
missionaries who have tried to reach
them have been killed in the interior
and were eaten. Through the ministry
of Every Home, a group of young
people were able to reach these
people right in their village with the
gospel of Jesus Christ.

We have susbended the
operation of the ministry there for the
time being because of the civil war
and political instability because our
workers lives were threatened due to
suspicion, hatred etc.We are still
praying that God would give us the
right time to continue our operation

again.

VANUATU
Vanuatu has also been covered
2 times by every home outreach.

When the ministry began there in
1990, a new wave of evangelism like
what happened in Fiji also swept
through the nation like wild fire. What
is unique about Vanuatu is that it was
a condominium of the French and
British and this was indeed a
challenge for our workers because
there were areas that only spoke
French venturing out to reach the lost
with the Gospel of Jesus Christ.
Like the Solomon Islands

another outstanding feature of the

ministry there was the ministry to the
Santo Bushmen, a group of people

birthed as a result of Every Home
outreach which in now called the
Christian Mission Fellowship. The
work of Every Home has since
ceased and transferred to the church.
A total of 73,301 literature were
distributed yielding a response of 13,
314 souls.

NEW CALEDONIA
We are yet to establish the
ministry of Every Home for Christ in

New Caledonia and we anticipate to
do this hopefully by 2002.
