The largest and perhaps the last
block still resisting the fulfillment of
the Great Commission are the

Lar M

Muslims. George Otis Jr., a prophetic
visionary leader, has called these
people “The Last of the Giants”. A
breakthrough in the high wall that

separates the Muslim people from faith

in the Gospel, could make a significant
contribution and have a snowballing
effect in “finishing the task”. The
Lord Jesus said, “This gospel of the
Kingdom shall be preached in the
whole world for a witness to all
the nations, and then the end will
come.” (Matt. 24:14)

A significant number of the
world’s Muslims live in Indonesia. In
fact, Indonesia is not only the world’s
fourth largest nation, (216 million by
2001 AD), but is also the largest
Muslim nation in the world. The
interesting thing is that even though
Indonesia is the largest Muslim
country in the world, the fact is that
until now (March 2001) it is not an
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Islamic State. The term used in the

Constitution is “Pancasila”, a state that
recognizes Diversity in Unity; the
Importance of Religion; A Secular but
not a Religious State based on any
particular religion.

While there is no reliable
statistical data published, which could
cause restlessness among the Muslim
maj\ority, some researchers estimate
that as many as 80% of the population
(officially 87%) are Muslims.
Christian researchers estimate that
about 16% of the population are
Christian (official figure 9.6%). Then
follows Buddhists (1%); Hindus (2%);
Animists (1%).

The total area of this largest
archipelago in the world (17,000
islands) is greater than that of the
United States.
between different peoples living for a

Communication

long time in this vast area, separated
by seas, mountains, tropical forests,
lakes and rivers have naturally
developed their own local language and
culture. This, together with the past
waves of migrant peoples coming
from Asia mainland, explains the

existence of so many people groups
in this vast country.

The Muslim people spread
throughout the archipelago are not a
monolithic group either. There are the
more orthodox committed Islamic
groups, and there are a large number
of “Folk Muslims”.

Muslims by confession and name

The latter are

only, and are mostly absorbed in the
local customs and culture. However,
to approach them as Muslims, may
create unfavorable reactions, and a set
back to all evangelistic efforts. But
the Gospel approach using their own
language, demonstrating love and
concern, serving holisitc needs, has
so far, seen encouraging fruits.
Which was the first to reach the
shores of these islands; Islam with the
Quran, or Christianity with the
Gospel? Islam may have reached some
of the western Indonesian islands by
the seventh century. However, after
the fall of Baghdad in 1258, more
Muslim traders went toward the East,
so that by the thirteenth century a
Muslim State seems to have already

existed in Sumatra, the major western-



most island of the archipelago.

The Gospel first reached the
Indonesian islands through the
Nestorian missionaries, also in the
seventh century A.D. There are old
historical books that mention the
existence of Christian communities in
Sumatra and Java, even in the early
sixteenth century. However, these
Nestorian Congregations are no longer
in existence. Today’s Indonesian
churches are the fruit of a long process
of Gospel ministries following the
arrival of the Portugese in the sixteenth
century. The Protestant faith was
introduced by the Dutch who came in
the next (seventeenth) century.

The wide spread of Islam in
comparison to Christianity was mostly
due to certain historical factors. The
rapid growth of Islam was related in
one way or another to the use of Islam
as a rallying point against the colonial
“Christian” powers. Unfortunately,
missionaries who came, were from the
Westemn colonial powers. Then, Dutch
hegemony, first existing as a trading
company, often was not sympathetic,
and in some places, did not permit
Christian ministries, because of the fear
of political instability which would
jeopardize their profits.

However, an interesting insight
in the fulfillment of the Great
Commission in the witness to Muslims
is, that probably hereé in Indonesia,
more Ishmaelites have come to Christ
than elsewhere in the world. In the
second half of the sixties, this country
saw a large number of Muslims
(thousands and thousands) come to
Christ through the turmoil after the so-
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called abortive coup in 1965.

Today, right after the lingering
monetary crises starting in 1997,
deepening restlessness, disap-
pointments and frustrations are
growing in the hearts of many people.
Could this be God’s “KAIROS”
moment for Indonesian Ishmaelites
and our task together worldwide?
Could not this have a significant part
in “finishing the task” at the end times?

The number of unreached with
the Gospel in Indonesian is close to
180 million, in hundreds of different
people groups. For greater efficiency
in meeting this need, the National
Research Network (NRN), a network
of major mission bodies, ministry
foundations, and churches in
Indonesia, working closely with the
AD2000 movement, has prioritized
127 UPG(Unreached People Groups;
120 million people) from among the
total of 800 ethnolinguistic groups.

These groups number more than
10,000, each with less than 1%
Christian. These 127 UPG, 56 may not
have any Christians at all! Thirteen of
these people groups may have as few
as only S Christians in each. And they
are scattered over almost all the major
islands (with exception of Irian Jaya).
These people, as never before, are
among the restless and seeking masses.
In the context of a Constitution with
freedom of religion, and a growing
harvest force of concerned Indonesian
Christians, in partnership with God’s
people around the globe (prayer, people,
finance) by God’s grace, a significant
breakthrough among the Ishmaelites
can be expected.

B. Why Should Chinese
h Real

ncern?

Effective results in a spiritual
harvest are usually the fruit of
complete obedience of God’s people,
working together with the Spirit, who
prebares and is continuously maturing
the harvest. God in His graciousness
has been maturing different nations for
the harvest in different periods of
history. In the book of Acts, we saw
the Spirit gathering in a great harvest
in Jerusalem (2000 souls in one day).
Then also in Samaria and onward in
the Roman Empire, to Europe,
America and many nations in the
whole wide world.

Following the surrender to so
called “Christian” nations at the end
of World War II, the Japanese nation
was open to the Gospel, but not for
long. There was insufficient response
to General MacArthur’s ‘Macedonian
call’ to send missionaries to Japan at
that time, and soon Japan became very
hard to reach. In recent times we have
seen harvest fields open in many
Eastern European countries, and
people in the former Soviet Union saw
great changes including acceptance of
the Gospel. But have these
opportunities been used effectively by
God’s people around the world?

According to the Joshua Project
2000 (June 1997), Indonesia with its
127 Unreached People Groups, has the -
second largest need in the world (next
to India with 179 UPG). Even China
has only 75 UPG with less than 5%
Christian per 10,000 population. From
the perspective of Indonesia having the
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largest unreached Muslim population
in the world, the maturing Indonesia
(Muslim) harvest should not therefore
be neglected.

In the context of the growing
economic strength of China and her
networks, many Great Commission
Chinese churches are much better
equipped to send more Christian
workers, and/or to partner with others
(in prayer, finance & expertise etc.)
to make the harvest more fruitful. In
Indonesia, during this reformation
period, after the fall of Soeharto’s
government (May ’98), amazing
things are now open to the Chinese
people. Chinese language can again
be taught in Indonesia, Chinese New
Year can again be celebrated freely,
and it has even been made a semi-
official holiday this year (2001).

Are all these things saying
something to Chinese Christians
around the world, to form a new
partnership with God’s people in
Indonesia, to gather in the ripening
harvest in the fulfillment of the Great
Commission? For the breakthrough
in the Indonesian Ishmaelites field,
Chinese churches could partner with
many Indonesian-Chinese churches, or
with likeminded national mission
societies. '

C. The Signs of “Abundant
Rain” are Being Seen

We will in particular discuss
two major signs here. First: What is
happening to God’s people in
Indonesia? Judgement: God’s word
says that purification must begin at the
House of God (I Peter 4:17). The
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escalation of persecution of God’s
people in recent years, has resulted in
movements for unity among Christians
never experienced before. It is not
strange today to see Evangelicals,
Ecumenicals, Pentecostals,
Charismatics, Baptists and the
Salvation Army people, all
fel]owshipbing together in meetings,
and working closely hand in hand, in
The

sweetness of Christian Koinonia is

many Christian projects.

being experienced among churches,
especially in times and places of
suffering.

This encouraging result of
movements toward unity leads us to
the second major sign. Christian unity
leads to synergies in different aspects
of Christian ministries, especially in
Mission. (cp John 17:21, 23). Since
the First Annual National Mission
Consultation in 1996, (which was
endorsed by practically all major
Protestant Associations in Indonesia),
not only awareness, prayers and the
sending of workers to the 127 UPG is
rising in the churches, we are also
beginning to see a new company of
believers in some of the hardest
Ishmaglite peoples, which a few years
ago, “no one” dared even to think that
they could now be coming into the
fold.
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By the second (1997) annual
conference, the NRN has been able to
identify 37 UPG that already have
Christians. Next, 10 UPG clusters
have facilitators (Strategic
Coordinators) and 21 UPG already
have their evangelists.

By the third annual conference
(1998), through further research and
reports, the conferees witnessed the
doubling of the number of UPG’s
(now 72 from 37)that have Christians,
19 UPG Clusters (1997: 10 Clusters)
have facilitators, and 39 UPG have
workers (1997: 21 UPG).

By December 2000, all UPG
clusters already have facilitators, and
all 127 UPG have not only been
adopted, but 78 of them already have
workers (49 UPG with commitments

to receive workers).

D. The Harvest is Great, The
Workers are Few

What has been described above
is but a small trickle of what should
and could take place. The Gospel must
still be proclaimed, understood and
accepted by almost 180 million people,
in hundreds of UPG’s (including 127
of the larger UPG’s).

In the agricultural world, when
the harvest time arrives, farmers need
help from their neighbors to harvest
the fields. Fishermen need the help of
their friends if they have a big catch.
If the time of harvest passes unreaped,
the harvest will be rotten, and great
loss comes to the farmers.

E. How to Respond to The
Challenge

Those unreached in Indonesia
are most effectively approached in their
holistic groupings since they each have
their holistic needs. In the following
we will suggest practical steps that
may help you immensely. (Note:
Adoption program ideas are from
AD2000)

First: Choose in much prayer
and begin the adoption by praying
regularly for an Indonesian unreached
people group. The National Research
Network (NRN: E-mail address:
link@worldmail.org) will happily
provide information on what groups
wait to be adopted and other
information as well, to those who ask
for such.

Second: Search and read more
in the libraries, about the UPG you
have adopted. Watch their videos.
Visit them on mission trips during your
holidays etc. Hold seminars in your
church on the UPG, pray for, write
about and support the ministries to
UPG etc.

Third: Network and partner
(cooperate) with others who also
adopt the UPG you have adopted
(including native churches and/or
networks in the area), to maximize
your mirnistry impacts. Excluding
others in one’s ministry may create
overlapping in research, duplication,
and confusion in unhealthy
competition in the harvest field. This
is a disgrace to His Name negative to
the whole ministry.

Research Network. Indonesial
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iterally millions of people have

been praying in one accord for
spiritual harvest in the 10/40 Window
throughout the decade of the Nineties,
and the prayer continues to increase.
One of the reasons that prayer is in-
creasing is that the reports of spiri-
tual breakthroughs have been so
encouraging. Ofthe 1,739 significant
unreached people groups at the be-
ginning of the decade, less than 500
do not yet have the beginning of a
church planting movement.

Reports from Thailand, North
India, China, Indonesia, Vietnam, Ma-
laysia and many other places are sur-
passing our previous expectations.
Signs and wonders are as common
as they were in the Book of Acts.
Divine visitations are occurring with
increasing frequency especially in
Muslim nations. Many observers,
including me, still have faith that there
will be a church for every people and
the gospel for every person by the
end of the year 2000.

One of the most significant
faith builders has been the growth of
the church in Nepal during this
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decade. In years past, many
missiologist considered the Hima-
layan region a hopeless case for
Christianity. Nepal is the only Hindu
kingdom in the world, and its leaders
historically have been determined to
keep it strictly off limits for
Christianity. Converts were few and
far between, and many were forced
to stay in jail for six years for their
faith.

But the turnaround has been
dramatic! Changes have been made
to the constitution. Restrictive laws
are still in the books, but many offi-
cials look the other way. Churches
are multiplying on the mountainsides
and in the valleys. The harvest is ripe
and laborers are moving in. Now is
the time to pour vast amounts of re-
sources into the evangelization of
Nepal. My good friend, Lok Mani
Bhandari, is one of the most creative
and the most trusted leaders in the
nation. His Himalayan Mission is
right there on the cutting edge.

If God can do this in Nepal, it
certainly is only a matter of time

when we will see the same in Tibet

and Bhutan and surrounding arreas.
The fire has been lit in Nepal, and
from there it will be carried through-
out the region. Nepal is today’s bright
light in the 10/40 Window, and an en-
couraging sign that the Great Com-
mission can and will be fullfilled in our
generation!

In the first 4 weeks of its opening on
February 4, tens of thousands had vis-
ited the Holy Land Experience in
Orlando, Florida, USA. The living bibli-
cal museum, operated by a Jewish
Christian mission, uses ancient
architecture, dramatic presentations,
contemporary concert, displays, films,
etc to bring the gospel and the world of
the Bible alive for the visitors. It has also
received enormous national and world-
wide media attention that the organizers
were able to share the gospel to 200 mil-
lion people in a six-week period.

In a northeastern city of China, the
church started in 1987 with 3 meeting
points of a few scores of believers. By
1989 it grew to over a 100 in 7 unrelated
points. At the end of that year, they had a
vision to unite the points for church
planting, evangelism and mission. To-
day they have over 2,000 points with 100,
000 or more believers in the city and its
suburb. They have also planted
churches all over northeast China, In-
ner Mongolia, Hebei, Shandong and
Sichuan provinces.

In the 1992 fuel crisis, Cuban govern-
ment permitted evangelical leaders to
start home fellowships to conserve
fuel. As a result, the 870 churches then
exploded into today's 6,000 house fellow-
ships, at least one within easy reach of
every 1,500 Cubans. The number keeps
growing despite arrest of pastors and a
ban on singing.

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Amidst recent destruction and killing by
armed extremists in a large Asian
nation, 23 key buildings and homes of
the Wycliffe Bible Translators were
reduced to ashes. Gone are the work of
60 Bible translators over 2 decades on
15 projects and valuable language ma-
terials. Though losing most belongings,
all expatriate Wycliffe workers are safely
evacuated. Worst burden are emotional
trauma and concerns for national work-
ers left behind.

Of 5 million people in Israel, only 2.3%
are Christian (0.16% evangelical) and
most of them non-Jews. Christian Jews
are cut off by the family and their meet-
ing places maybe stoned or torched. But
in recent years, a Chinese church has
started in Jerusalem and churches and
fellowships for Chinese laborers in
other major cities. They may be God's
secret weapon as the Jews are friendly
to the Chinese and interested in Chi-
nese culture.

19,000+ attended the triennial Ur-
bana Mission Conference 2000,
interacting with 320 mission agencies
and 1,600 missionaries. A key to student
mission mobilization since 19486, this
conference had 14,500 responses:
10,500 committed to become World
Christians; 5,000 felt called to cross-
cultural missions as vocation; 2,100 to
serve more than 3 years; and 7,000 for
1 to 3 years. Up to 40% participants
could be ethnic minorities with 26%
Asian Americans. They also raised over
$1 million for the poor including $100,
000 saved by fasting one meal.

While Islam has better annual growth
than Christianity, 2.15%(mostly by birth)
to 1.45%, Christianity has more
conversions, 2.7 million to 900,000.

Promoting any faith other than Islam is
punishable by death in Taliban-ruled
Afghanistan. Ruling the nation for 4
years, the Taliban has set a goal to build
the world's purist Islamic regime. To
radical Muslims worldwide, Afghanistan
is an inspiration and an essential base
of operations for “Jihad”, terrorist activi-
ties of suicide bombers and indiscrimi-
nate killing of “infidels”. Meanwhile, the
nation of 24 million remains in the
throes of civil war, a measles epidemic
and 3-year-long drought that threatens
3 million lives.

Reaction around the world to the denial
of Salvation Army’s registration in Mos-
cow may have influenced the Russian
government to grant the Army Central-
ized Religious Organization status. This
allows the Army to publish materials,
conduct children’s ministries, raise
funds, train officers, and go into other
areas. The Army was disbanded after
the 1917 revolution.

There may be 1 million prostitutes in
Thailand, 80% under 16 with some as
young as 8. And up to 80% of them are
infected with HIV. A cooperative Chris-
tian rescue mission has helped some
to have a new life in Christ.

Even though Kazakhstan government
has reversed its decision to ban believ-
ers from renting educational buildings
after protests from Christians, mission-
aries there see the window of opportu-
nity closing in the next 8 to 10 years. More
workers have been expelled from the
nation in a 4-week period than in the
last 10 years. This may be due to high-
profile activities and attention placed on
Kazak believers.

With the consent of both the International and US
Boards, it was decided that a simple ceremony will be held on
April 20,2001 in Los Angeles (where the first formative meet-
ing of the Movement was held back in 1989) to mark the
formal closure of the organization of the AD2000 Movement,
May God continue to bless the final round on world evangeli-
zation through His own way and in His own time.

AD2000 and Beyond Movement Closure Ceremony
April 20, 2001, Los Angeles, U.S.A.

True to its founding commitment made 12 years ago, The
AD2000 and Beyond Movement ceased operations on December 31,
2000. Its International Office in Colorado Springs was closed on March
31,2001. A Closure Ceremony was held on April 20,2001 at Sheraton
Hotel near Los Angeles International Airport where the very first
formative meeting of the Movement was held back in 1988.

The Ceremony was hosted by Thomas Wang (International
Board Chairman) and John Kyle (U.S. Board Chairman) and attended
by some members of both Boards and senior staff. A beautiful plaque
with the inscription of the AD2000 Manifesto was lovingly presented
to the Movement’s International Director Luis Bush and his dear wife
Doris for their faithful and fruitful service during their entire tenure.

It is the Movement’s conviction from the beginning that while
the “organization” of the Movement should desist in due time, its vi-
sion and goal, namely, “The Gospel for Every Person and A Church
for Every People” will grow and continue be advanced by churches
and missions worldwide.

The AD2000 and Beyond Movement, in its 12 years of brief
history, has enjoyed acceptance and partnership throughout the world.
To foster and highlight its goal a series of global congresses of evan-
gelism were held: Singapore (1989), Seoul (1995) and South Africa
(1997). It has operated effectively, with a shoe string budget, through
its 14 tracks and national coordinators worldwide. It leaves behind a
most up-to-date database of unreached peoples through Joshua Project
I and II. Its vision and emphasis on global missions such as, 10/40
Window, 100 Gateway Cities, 12 Affinity Blocs, Praying Through the
Window etc. have become household terms among evangelical mis-
sions today.

In 1999, together with World Evangelical Fellowship (WEF)
and Lausanne Commiittee for World Evangelization (LCWE)), the three-
some have given birth to a new evangelical global movement The
Great Commission Roundtable.
