t the 25th anniversary of the CCCOWE Move-

ment, 2, 000 participants from the Chinese

churches around the world attended the 6th
Chinese Congress On World Evangelization in Kuala
Lumpur, the capital city of Malaysia. By the grace
of God, we have reflected on the past with gratitude
and planned for the future with anticipation.

LOOKING BACK WITH GRATITUTE
- CCCOWE’s Contribution in the past 25 years -

In August 1976 the first Chinese Congress On World
Evangelization was held in Hong Kong. A total of 1,
600 delegates from Chinese churches around the
world came before God with a repentant spirit, re-
flecting on our shortcomings and seeking His contin-
ued guidance. Under the theme of Vision and Mis-
sion, we began striving toward our common goal:
Chinese churches —uniting with one heart, spread-
ing the gospel until the Lord’ s return.

In the past quarter — century the CCCOWE Movement
has brought together the Chinese churches in diaspo-
ra and has formed an effective network. She has also
helped Chinese church leaders breaking barriers,
participating in global mission, and developing mul-
ti — level workers’ training, in order to foster closer
fellowship and cooperation.

(2) Returning to the Bible and Combating Cults

The number of cults today is unprecedented in the
history of the Church. In addition to the existing
cults, new ones appear both inside and outside of
China. Cults are making inroads into the Church.
May God help seminaries sharpen their teaching on
apologetics, and remind the churches to equip their
saints rooted in the Bible so that they will not fall
captives to false teachings.

(3) Implementing and Cooperatingat the Local Level

After 25 years of sharing the vision it is now time for
action. The vision and mission of CCCOWE Move-
ment must be realized at the local level. May God
help us in breaking through our barriers, loving one
another, and striving to run the way of the cross with
self — denial and self - sacrifice.

2. CHALLENGES AND STRATEGY
(1) Promoting Global Missions

We will seek to enhance the Chinese churches in
global missions, engaging them in worldwide Chinese
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ministries, cross —cultural and multi - ethnic mis-
sions. May all Chinese churches be true to Christ’ s
Great Commission.

(2) Utilizing New Technology

We need to utilize internet and other new technology
to provide churches and organizations with network-
ing, up —to —date field information, new strategies
on evangelism and form interactive network benefi-
cial to Chinese churches worldwide.

(3) Networking with the Global Church

As the Chinese Church continues to grow, her im-
pact and contribution will go beyond her own ethnic-
ity and will reach out to churches worldwide. CC-
COWE can serve as a bridge enhancing fellowship,
understanding and cooperation between Chinese and

the global Church.

3. EQUIP AND RENEW
(1) Upgrading the Quality of Workers

Chinese churches are facing the shortage of commit-
ted workers and effective leaders. We will endeavor
to equip workers who understand the need of the
Church, having a balance in spirituality and biblical
knowledge, upholding high moral and ethical stan-
dards.

(2) Nurturing Younger Generations

One of our priorities is to bring younger generations
to Christ and to equip them to take up the baton of
ministry. This will not be an easy task as the
younger generations are born and raised at different
time, in different countries and into different cul-
tures. This in itself is a cross — cultural mission.
They may in turn become mobilizers of global mis-
sion.

(3) Growing in Stature

The Chinese Church needs to grow and acquire
spiritual stature, a visionary with global per-
spective, having a balanced mind, a spirit of
cooperation, and a heart for God’ s Kingdom
and His Great Commission. May God help us
to be faithful to Him until the Lord’s return.

We come before God to confess our sins and to
ask the Lord to forgive all our transgressions:
our divisiveness, our unrighteousness and our
impurities. May the blood of Christ cleanse us
and grant us a courageous heart and an upright
spirit. By the grace of the Lord our God, we
will work together to fulfill the unfinished task
till the Lord’ s return, from this day orth.

Three days before the campers arrived, the staff of
12- counselors and 20 others, Russian and American
arrived to set up, prepare and bond as a team. The
Russian staff is a wonderful mix of committed Chris-
tians from the Cultural Center and from churches in
Tyumen, Tobolsk, Krasnodar and from as far away
as Kiev and Harkov in Ukraine. Because the Chris-
tian camping movement is relatively young in Russia,
there is not a large pool of qualified Christians to
draw from for counselors but we have gathered a top
notch team, many returning from last year. The
American staff (Kathy Thurmond, Judy Wells, Emi-
ly Malloure from Cornerstone church and their inter-
preters) is small but has done a wonderful job with
crafts and dance and in sharing their testimonies with

the kids.

On Sunday, July Ist, 72 teens, most from non —
Christian families, descended upon the camp full of
excitement and curiosity. A full schedule was
planned for them including Bible study, games,
sports, swimming, music crafis, praise &
worship, art, library, ” teens at the crossroads”,
skits and fellowship. For the first time we included
2 dance assemblies — the hour after the evening

dance,
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meeting was set aside for dancing — worship dance,
square dancing round dancing and line dancing - a-
long with testimonies. Everyone had a good time
and there were many requests to keep dancing!
They ”loved” their counselors and made many new
friends. It was a real blessing to be at the early
morning staff prayer time when counselors gave re-
ports on the status of the relationships between them
between the campers, and the
