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Mecca Chao Promoted
To Glory

Zhao Maijia (iﬁ%‘:flﬂ, Mecca Chao), a member of the
Back to Jerusalem Band (¥ {35 ¥ — BTIB) was called
home to glory, 9:30 a.m., Wednesday morning, 7th March,
2007.

In 1946 Brother Zhao and his fellow worker, Timo-
thy Dai, were sent out by the BTJB. Sharing the gospel as
they went, the two traveled through Kansu to Qinghai.
Later, six other Band members joined them. Mecca Zhao
pressed on into Xinjiang in 1948, where he established a
base in Shache, on the western rim of the Taklamakan
Desert near the border of Tajikistan, Afghanistan and
Pakistan. He was the first Chinese missionary to enter
Southern Xinjiang and never left his field of service for 59
years. With the Apostle Paul Mecca Zhao could declare, "I
was not disobedient to the heavenly vision.” "[ have fought
the good fight, I have finished the race. [ have kept the
faith."

Born in 1919, Mecca Zhao studied at the North West
Bible Institute (NWBI) during the War of Resistance against
the Japancse. Pastor Mark Ma, Vice Principal of the
Institute, was founder of the BTIB. In 1953 Mecca mar-
ried Grace He ({7 ¥ #). who taught at NWBI before join-
ing the BTJB. During his last years Brother and Sister Zhao
lived in Kashi (Kashgar) where Grace, now 90, still con-
tinues a faithful witness.
