1993-2017
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GCCl was evolved from the Global Mission Department of Great Commission Theological Seminary, aiming at helping the
Chinese Church to be “Rooted in Spirituality, Committed to Mission”

Great Commission Quarterly founded

Continued the ministry that started in 1991 of leading short-term mission teams to Former Soviet Union for evangelism and
church planting.

Ministry in Tyumen region of Siberia (started in 1991) passed to Cornerstone Evangelical Presbyterian Church in Michigan
for further development

Planted Khabarovsk Chinese Church in the far eastern Siberia
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A set of 10 videos and students’ study guide of “Passing the Baton: Mission Education for Local Church” was published.
Contaced church leaders in Nepal and conducted evangelism training for local pastors.

Began ministries among Russians in Moscow and St. Petersburg, Russia.

Also established Chinese churches in both cities.

Registered in Hong Kong as a non-profit organization and set up the Hong Kong office.
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Began mission works among the local peoples in Kazakhstan, Kirghizstan and Ukraine.
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Organized short-term mission teams to help Protestant churches in Eastern European countries among them Hungary
and Czech Republic.

Started medical, educational and social services among the Dungan people in Central Asia.

GCCI headquarters moved from Pasadena, California to Copper Canyon, Texas, north of Dallas.

Registered in Canada as a non-profit organization and set up a mailing address

1996
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Organized the first Himalayan Conference of Evangelism (HIMCOE) for pastors and lay leaders in the Himalayan
region

Initiated and worked with CMI, OC and CGM to hold annual intensive trainings at the GCCI camp ground for
Overseas Chinese Scholars following their conversion. This annual training continued till 2003.

The Chinese fellowship established by GCCI in Almaty, Kazakhstan was adopted by Houston Chinese Church.
Sent staff missionaries to help Chinese churches in Spain and Hungary.

Organized the first Church Renewal Conference for Protestant churches in Hungary promoting cooperation among
denominations.

In cooperation with churches in the Balkan Peninsula, organized the first Balkan conference of Evangelism.

Organized Follow-up’97 Camp”for those who have dedicated themselves for full-time service.

Published World Mission News quarterly leaflets in Chinese, English, Korean and Vietnamese until the year 2000

1998
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Organized the “Christianity and Chinese Cultural Renewal Seminar.”

Organized the “Asian Mission Conference” for Asian churches in Texas, and published the “Dallas Declaration.”
Published the compendia of “Christianity and Chinese Cultural Renewal Seminar” and “Consultation on Global Strategies
for Chinese Churches in the 21* Century” as well as the Chinese version of A Revival Primer by Dale Schlafer

Became a member of the Evangelical Council for Financial Accountability (ECFA).
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Organized the first Pacific Islands Mission Conference”in Guam. And promoted awareness of the gospel need of
Chinese laborers overseas.

Passed on the Dungan mission to Luke Service International for further development.

Published The Kingdom Story written by Thomas Wang in both Chinese and English versions.

2000
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In cooperation with Renewal Ministries, formed the Intensive Theological Seminar (ITS) to offer theological courses,
mainly in the east coast. Columbia International University recognized student’ credits in those courses as credit-in-
reserve.

Published the 3 series of Dr. Philip Teng’s preaching videos on Church, Mission, and Holy Spirit.

Received permission from CCM to extensively updated and published the 3 Chinese books that Dr. Wang wrote in
early 1970s, namely, The Handbook of Truth, Things to Come and From Eternity to Eternity.

Published the Chinese translation of Kings and Priest by David R. High.

2001
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Great Commission Quarterly became Great Commission Bi-monthly. World Mission News Chinese version became
part of Great Commission Bi-monthly.

English version of World Mission News became Great Commission News

GCCI headquarters moved to San Francisco Bay Area from Texas.

2002
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Organized the first “Persian Gulf Mission Conference” in Dubai, United Arab Emirates. The Dubai Chinese Church
was established.

After the third “South Pacific Mission Conference,” GCCI passed the baton of mission to the Pacific Islands to CCM-
Australia.

Translated into Chinese and published “What Muslims Believe” by Don McCurry.

2003
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Launched the first “Mission Mobilization Conference for Chinese Churches” in California.

Translated into Chinese and published the Operation World (21* century edition) as “World Mission Handbook.”
Translated into Chinese and published the Praying Through The Arabian Peninsula, book I, to encourage the Chinese
Church learn about the unreached people groups on the Arabian peninsula.

2004
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Persian Gulf ministries adopted by Canadian Christian & Missionary Alliance.

In cooperation with the San Francisco Bay Area Chinese Ministerial Association initiated the protest to the Mayor of San
Francisco for his order to issue same-sex marriage license. Organized a demonstration at Larsen Park of SF. About 5,000
participants, mainly Chinese, took part in this unprecedented gathering.

Organized the first International Consultation on “Back To Jerusalem” in San Francisco. Started promoting the BTJ
Movement outside of mainland China.

Published the Islam and Today’s World and Praying Through The Arabian Peninsula book I, to encourage Chinese
churches to participate in Muslim missions

Published The Last Turning Point of the Chinese People by Rev. Thomas Wang

2005
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Started the “America Return to God Movement.” Began the “America Return to God Prayer Movement.”
Held the second “Mission Mobilization Conference for Chinese Church”.
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Published Thy Kingdom Come: Celebration of the 80" Birthday of Rev. Thomas Wang

2006
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Published and printed 500,000 copies of the America, Return to God booklet sending it as gifts to all government

officials, political, commercial, educational and media leaders, as well as all churches and ministers in America.

Published the Chinese version of Perspectives on World Christian Movement to encourage mission education among Chinese
churches.

Published the Chinese and English versions of The 17 Breakthroughs of the Early Church in one booklet.

Organized “Mission to China” Seminar.

2007
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Called the post-Christian countries to return to God and encourage the Chinese churches to recognize the western
world as mission field.
In different cities in the USA and Canada held fund raising events for purchasing an office property.

2008
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Rev. Thomas Wang retired and passed the baton to Dr. Sharon Chan in January. Rev. Wang continued serving as President
Emeritus and missionary-at-large.

Along with “America Return to God Movement,” organized Demonstration Rally to support the Constitution

amendment of “Marriage = 1 Man + Woman” in California with a march of 4,000 people in Cupertino, CA.

Published the World Mission Course | for Chinese churches

Published Apple in God’s Eye and held the first “Understanding Jewish People” seminar in San Francisco Bay Area.

2009
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Promoted and organized the first “Internet Mission Forum” in San Francisco Bay Area. Turned over to Overseas
Campus to serve as the coordinator for organizing subsequent yearly meetings.

Worked with several organizations in Hong Kong to hold the first “Mission to the Jewish People” conference in Hong
Kong

Reprinted 50,000 copies of the America Return to God booklet with minor changes. And published the Chinese

Published The People Loved by God.

Explored the possibility of initiating Roma Missions among Chinese churches.

Produced the Seeking the Lost Sheep video in both Chinese and English to promote Roma missions.

2014
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Visited Roma communities in 8 Eastern European countries.

Held the first “Roma for the Nations Consultation” in Budapest, Hungary with 160 participants. Organized 3 post-
consultation teams to Hungary, Serbia and Romania to visit the Roma churches and societies. Produced the Roma for

the Nations documentary video in both Chinese and English.

Encouraged Roma leaders and Eastern European pastors who are involved in Roma ministries to form the Roma Networks.
Translated into Chinese and published the A Prophetic Manifesto by David R. Reagan.

2015
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Organized several short-term mission trips to serve among the Roma people in both Hungary and Serbia.
Conducted “Reaching the Roma People in Eastern Europe” conference in Budapest, Hungary mainly for Chinese
churches.

Celebrated the 90" birthday of GCCI Founder, Dr. Thomas Wang. Published a special booklet to honor Dr. Wang.
Published the Domestic, National and Global Matters edited by Tsu-Kun Chuang.

Began the web-based quarterly Chinese magazine = 7 for youth.

2016
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Organized Roma Seminar for Chinese churches in Thessaloniki, Greece and led field visits to Greece, Albania and
Macedonia.
Published both the Chinese and English versions of Geo-Science and the Bible by Dr. Chi-Yu King.

2017
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GCCI International Board at their meeting on February 23 unanimously passed the resolution to terminate ministries on June

30, 2017 due to the lack of a leadership successor. However, those already announced short-term mission trips in August and

September as well as the missiology course in August will continue as originally planned.

The Boards of GCCI Limited (HK) and GCC-Canada at their meetings in March decided to pattern after GCCI’s

decision to wind down.

The three periodicals, namely, = 7T, Great commission News and Great Commission Quarterly will publish their last issues

in April, May and June respectively.

The International Board decided to hold a Thanksgiving Service on June 24 in California, USA.

Several Chinese churches and organizations in the USA, Canada, Eastern Europe and Hong Kong will continue Roma
missions.

Published the GCCI Commemoration booklet.
